HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
MARCH 18, 2019

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Monday, March 18, 2019, in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Joy with the following members present: James Joy, Sean Mork, Ben Gunkelman, Jonathan Donnelly and Brad Eldred. Also present were Clerk Treasurer Lisa Jetvig, Attorney Zenas Baer and Police Chief Joe Backlund.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Donnelly to approve the agenda as presented. Ayes: All.

Joy stated that the City of Hawley's Prosecution Services contract with Clay County has been approved/signed by both parties and will become effective April 1, 2019. It is a 2 year agreement at a rate of $12,000 the first year and $13,000 the second year.

A lengthy discussion ensued regarding the Hawley School District's Request for Proposal for a School Resource Officer (SRO). The school is seeking proposals for both a full-time and a part-time officer. It was the feeling of the Council that it would be beneficial for the community to have a City of Hawley police officer as a full-time SRO. A draft memorandum of understanding was reviewed.  Clay County may also be submitting a proposal to the school. 

The City Council is willing to subsidize the school by splitting the cost 50/50 of a full-time SRO, even though the officer would be spending about 67% of his/her time at the school. The estimated salary of the officer is $62,774.40 for Year 1, $65,998.40 for Year 2, and $68,993.60 for Year 3.

A discussion ensued regarding the amount to put in the proposal for a part-time SRO officer. The cost of an officer spending approximately 33% of his/her time at the school would be around $21,000. It was the feeling of the Council that they could also subsidize the school for a part-time officer, but at a lower level than for a full-time officer.

It was noted that if the school accepts the City's proposal for either a full-time or part-time officer, the city will need to hire an additional officer.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Eldred to approve the School Resource Officer Program City of Hawley and Hawley School District 150 School Years' 2019-2020, 2020-2021, 2021-2022 at the following subsidized costs: $31,387.20, $32,999.20, and $34,496.80 respectively for a Full-Time SRO, and $19,000, $20,000, and $21,000 respectively for a Part-Time SRO. Ayes: 4. Abstain: Mork.

Baer and Backlund we directed to make some minor language adjustments in the proposal.

The Council reviewed the 03/06/19 e-mail from the Clay County Emergency Management Director regarding the Clay County 2019 Multi-Hazard Mitigation Plan Update. Staff was directed to complete the 2019 Local Mitigation Survey.

Gunkelman stated that the City of Hawley has been awarded a $300,000 Safe Routes to School (SRTS) grant from the Mn Department of Transportation. The funds are to be used for the installation of sidewalks on Reno, Joseph and 10th Streets in 2021.   A public informational meeting regarding the SRTS project will be held on April 22, 2019 at 6:30 p.m. in the City Hall Council Chambers.  

Gunkelman gave the Council background and the recommendation from the Planning Commission regarding the Conditional Use Permit application from Lake Agassiz Education Cooperative to build a 1 story 230' x 80' building for educational purposes in a R-3, Multiple Family Residential District. The lot (616 Reno Street) is on the corner of Reno Street and 7th Street-between the School's tennis courts and Reno Street.  The Planning Commission held a Public Hearing on March 12, 2019.  It was noted that the entrance on the NW corner of the plan was eliminated by the applicant.

Lake Agassiz Education Cooperative provides educational services and supports to their five-member districts (Barnesville Public Schools, Hawley Public Schools, Lake Park Audubon Public Schools, Norman County East Public Schools, and Ulen-Hitterdal Public Schools). They operate programs that address the unique needs of students with disabilities and special needs from throughout the Cooperative.  Hawley is centrally located and the proximity to the school will allow shared resources (food service, playground, transportation, etc.). Programs are transitionally focused so students can walk between the Hawley schools and the Lake Agassiz building during the day.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]Gunkelman reported that the Planning Commission recommends Conditional Approval of the application as written on the draft minutes.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Donnelly to give Conditional Approval on the Conditional Use Permit application by Lake Agassiz Education Cooperative with the following conditions: that the conditional use permit is good for 3 years as long as once construction starts it is finished in a timely manner; that parking allowed in the front yard setback; and 5' screening fencing will be installed; all as shown on the application for the proposed 1 story 230' x 80' educational building at 616 Reno Street (Parcel #56.900.0540), as recommended by the Hawley Planning Commission. Ayes: All.

Donnelly informed the Council that from March 1st-17th staff has spent 52 hours on snow removal in the City, 28 hours at the airport, and 2 hours on sanding using 6 tons of sand/salt. They have also been widening of the streets, blowing snow back from the corners and clearing catch basins and fire hydrants.

The Council reviewed the 02/26/19 letter from the Clay County Highway Department regarding the 2019-2020 Street Maintenance Agreement. The rate is $756/mile, which is down $11/mile from last year.

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Mork to approve the 2019-2020 Clay County Street Maintenance Agreement, effective July 1, 2019-June 30, 2020. Ayes: All.

The Council reviewed the 2018 10% Minnesota Lawful Gambling Contribution Fund Report. It was discussed that as the City no longer receives funds to put into this account, the account was closed, and the funds ($6,488.20) were paid to Sellin Brothers, Inc. for the 2018 Prairie Hills Estates walking path project to benefit children.

A motion was made by Eldred, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the Minnesota Lawful Gambling Annual Report, 10% Lawful Gambling Contribution Fund. Ayes: All.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the following consent items:

The motion carried by a vote of Ayes: All. 

The Council reviewed the 02/23/19 letter from the Clay County Fair requesting a donation. It was noted that the only time the city has donated to the fair was when Hawley was a featured city at the fair.

Baer informed the Council that he has been in contact with the Clay County Recorder and they agree that the house at 118 Elizabeth St E on the northeast edge of the city should be included in the Hawley city limits rather than in Hawley Township. Baer stated that he believes the court order that put some of that parcel into the township dates back to 1937.  The property has always been served with city services, but has not paid any city taxes.

Joy stated that the reason the city starting looking into this was that the property owner made a request to the city to no longer be charged the storm water utility fee, and be refunded for fees already paid.

Baer will contact the property owner regarding the matter.

Gunkelman asked residents for their help in clearing storm drains, and thanked them for keeping the sidewalks cleared this winter.

Mork reported that he heard several positive comments on how quickly city staff got the streets cleared. The Council thanked the staff for their efforts.

Scot Manthe appeared before the Council stating that he would like to subdivide his property that is adjacent to the east edge of the city, within the city's 2 mile subdivision jurisdiction.  He asked to meet with the Council.  Staff was directed to schedule a Committee of the Whole meeting with Manthe.

There being no further business at 6:30 p.m. it was moved by Mork, seconded by Donnelly that the meeting be adjourned. Ayes: All.
