HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
MAY 20, 2019

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Monday, May 20, 2019, in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Joy with the following members present: James Joy, Jonathan Donnelly and Brad Eldred. Absent: Ben Gunkelman and Sean Mork. Also present were Clerk Treasurer Lisa Jetvig, Attorney Zenas Baer, Police Chief Joe Backlund, Public Works Director Kevin Berg, and Lisa Bjorndahl.

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Eldred to approve the amended agenda. Ayes: 3. Absent: 2. 

Lisa Bjorndahl appeared before the Council to discuss the request from Ambassador Girl Scout, Tasha Meyer.  She proposes to construct a Memorial for Katie Bjorndahl in the City owned quad diamond baseball/softball complex as a project towards earning her Girl Scout Gold Award.

Bjorndahl shared that her 20 year old daughter, Katie, suffered from mental health issues resulting in her taking her own life in September of 2018. The Bjorndahl family has established a non-profit called "Katie's Roar" to help people with mental health issues.

Bjorndahl read a letter from Tasha Meyer as she was unable to be in attendance this evening. The memorial would consist of a square concrete slab, corner benches, a softball statue, and a cement block with a memorial plaque on it. It is proposed to be located between the concession stand and the batting cages. The estimated cost of the project is $898 and it would be funded by sponsors, donations and Girl Scout funds.  It was discussed that the memorial would be considered City property after it is installed.

A motion was made by  Eldred, seconded by Donnelly to approve Tasha Meyer's Memorial Girl Scout project in the quad diamond complex. Ayes: 3. Absent: 2. 

The Council thanked Meyer and Bjorndahl for all their work and efforts.

Backlund informed the Council that the revised Memorandum of Understanding School Resource Officer Program is a 1 year agreement (as requested by the school) and includes some minor changes recommended by Attorney Baer.  The school will consider the revised agreement at their next School Board meeting.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Donnelly to approve the revised 1 year Memorandum of Understanding School Resource Officer Program. Ayes: 3. Absent: 2. 

Backlund informed the Council that Officer Steer will be attending a School Resource Officer training the first week of June.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Eldred to approve City of Hawley RESOLUTION 19-13 A Resolution Authorizing Solicitation of Contributions to Fund Events that Foster Positive Relationships Between Law Enforcement and the Community. Ayes: 3. Absent: 2.

It was noted that the contributions will be used for the annual Night to Unite event.  

Joy informed the Council that the Public Utilities Commission awarded a contract to Northern Pipeline Co. (NPL) in the amount of $144,202 for the 5th Street natural gas main replacement project. The project will replace the deteriorated gas main that is in the street and replace it with new mains in the boulevard.     This project is part of the Hawley Public Utilities Commission’s work to maintain the Municipal Natural Gas System to provide dependable, safe, and affordable natural gas.
 
Joy stated that there is a Hawley Municipal Airport Commission meeting scheduled for May 23rd, and a Hawley EDA Advisors meeting scheduled for May 22nd.

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Eldred to approve RESOLUTION 19-14 Accepting Donations. Ayes: 3. Absent: 2. 

The Council thanked the Hawley Lions for the donation of the Picnic Shelter and funds to be used towards the purchase of two powder-coated picnic tables in Prairie Hills Estates Park.

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Eldred to approve the Indemnity Agreement with Barnes PRCA Rodeo for use of the Hawley rodeo grounds on June 7th & 8th, 2019. Ayes: 3. Absent: 2.

Donnelly reported that the 2019 crack fill project has been completed. The seal coat project will likely be completed after the rodeo.

A discussion ensued regarding the otta seal project on 15th Street. It was discussed if Maple Street could be added to the project. The quote (engineering and construction and possible class 5) to otta seal 600' of the driving lane of Maple Street is $24,500.

It was noted that there are no funds in the 2019 budget for otta sealing Maple Street and the otta seal is just a temporary fix.

Joy suggested that improvements to Maple Street could be completed as part of the 2021 project – and at that time it could be a full pavement project.

Baer questioned if the Council would be setting a precedent of patching a street without assessing the benefitting property owners.

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Eldred to add Maple Street to the 2019 Otta Seal project at a cost of up to $24,500. Ayes: 3. Absent: 2.

The engineering proposals for the Phase 3 survey work/televising, and SRTS survey work were tabled.

Baer administered the Oath of Office to Public Works Director Kevin Berg.

With the retirement and new title for Berg the City needs to revise their bank signatory cards.  The Council will also approve an Alternate voting member on the PUC if Councilmember James Joy is absent. 

A  motion was made by Eldred, seconded by Donnelly to approve City of Hawley RESOLUTION 2019-12 Resolution Revising 2019 Appointments. Ayes: 3. Absent: 2. 

The Council reviewed the City of Hawley article/ad in the 2019 Hometown Hawley publication.

A motion was made by Eldred, seconded by Donnelly to hire Justin Bentley as Seasonal Streets/Parks Assistant on Grade 2, Step 1, at $10.39/hour, as recommended by the Personnel Committee. Ayes: 3. Absent: 2.

Eldred stated that the City Council will be scheduling an exit interview with retiring Public Works Superintendent Gerry Kluck.
