HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
JANUARY 22, 2019

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Tuesday, January 22, 2019 in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Joy with the following members present: James Joy, Sean Mork, Ben Gunkelman, Jonathan Donnelly and Brad Eldred. Also present were Clerk Treasurer Lisa Jetvig, Attorney Zenas Baer, and Police Chief Joe Backlund.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Donnelly to approve the amended agenda. Ayes: All.

Baer has reviewed the first draft of the joint powers agreement with the City of Moorhead for prosecution services. There is a Committee of the Whole meeting with Attorney Baer on January 28th at 9:00 a.m. to discuss the matter.

The Council reviewed the letter from the Clay County Sheriff's Office regarding the Clay County 2019 Multi-Hazard Mitigation Plan (MHMP) Update. The Clay County Office of Emergency Management is currently working with the University of Minnesota Duluth - Geospatial Analysis Center to prepare an update of the County's 2013 MHMP. The plan is a requirement of the Federal Disaster Mitigation Act of 2000 and must be updated every five years in order to maintain eligibility for certain federal disaster assistance and hazard mitigation funding programs.

The Clay County MHMP is a multi-jurisdictional plan that covers Clay County, including the cities of Barnesville, Comstock, Dilworth, Felton, Georgetown, Glyndon, Hawley, Hitterdal, Moorhead, Sabin, and Ulen. The Clay County MHMP also incorporates the concerns and needs of townships, school districts, and other stakeholders participating in the plan.

The public is strongly encouraged to submit comments, concerns, or questions regarding natural disasters and potential mitigation actions to be included into the plan update process. Comments/concerns can be submitted to Clay County Emergency Management Director Gabe Tweten.

Joy stated that the Clay County Joint Powers 50th Annual Intergovernmental Retreat is Friday, January 25, 2019 at the Clay County Law Enforcement Center.

Gunkelman gave the Council an update on the recycling meeting held with Dave Olek from Fuchs Sanitation, and Shannon Thompson and Curt Rosenberger from Clay County Solid Waste. Among items discussed were having the recycling center open (unmanned) more hours, a probable increase in landfill fees, single sort recycling, and potential purchase of a cardboard bailer. It was noted that a family of 4 generates a ton of garbage per year. The Council wants to increase the opportunity for the citizens to recycle. It was discussed that City staff could open the recycling center in the morning and police could lock it at night.  The recycling assistant would still work their normal amount of hours weekly, but it will be for organizing and preparing the recycling for hauling and can be more flexible when those hours are worked.  

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Gunkelman to open the Hawley recycling center from 8:30 a.m. to 8:00 p.m. Monday thru Saturday, beginning February 1, 2019. Ayes: All.

Gunkelman stated that the Hawley Planning Commission will hold a Public Hearing on Monday, January 28, 2019 at 7:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers to consider the Conditional Use Permit application from Lake Agassiz Education Cooperative to build a two story building for educational purposes (preschool - high school) in an R-2 Neighborhood Residential zoning district. The building is proposed to be located at 720 7th Street. All interested persons are invited to attend and/or submit written comments prior to the public hearing.

There will be a special City Council meeting at 7:30 p.m. on January 28th to receive and possibly act on the recommendation from the Hawley Planning Commission regarding the above Conditional Use Permit application.

Mork informed the Council that Police Chief Backlund and a member of the Personnel Committee held an interview with a potential part-time police officer applicant.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Eldred authorizing a background check on a part-time police officer applicant. Ayes: All. 

Mork stated that the Hawley Area Emergency Response District and Hawley Area Fire District meetings are scheduled for January 23rd.

The Council reviewed the quote from Rick Halvorson Construction in the amount of $6,928.00 to lower and make the front door ADA compliant at the Hawley Downtown Business Center, as recommended by the League of Minnesota Cities.

Baer stated that the LMC did not say the door was unsafe, just that it is not ADA compliant. Baer suggested the Council look at it as a business decision weighing the value of the structure to the benefit the expenditure would bring to the citizens. It was noted that the Council has questioned how long they will keep the building open.  Mork tabled the quote for the Hawley Downtown Business Center front door improvements.

Mork informed the Council that Hawley Township is exploring their options for bonding for a potential new Fire Hall. The matter will be discussed at the Hawley Area Fire District meeting. It was noted that the City's position is they will participate in the project 50/50 with the townships if Hawley Township (or any township) carries the bond. The City is not interested in carrying the bond.

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Mork to approve the Application and Permit for a 1 Day to 4 Day Temporary On-Sale Liquor License submitted by the Hawley Firemen's Relief Association for February 9, 2019. Ayes: All.

Donnelly informed the Council that the new baseball/softball scoreboards at the quad diamond complex are in the process of being installed.

The Council reviewed the information from MnDOT regarding solicitation of projects for future local road improvement program grants. It was discussed that the city could modify the previously submitted grant application for the 15th Street project, or submit an application for another street project. Jetvig will schedule a meeting with Engineer Hajicek to discuss options.

Donnelly stated that there is a meeting on February 21st at the Clay County Highway Department to review the 2019-2020 Street Maintenance Contract numbers. Public Works Superintendent Kluck usually attends the meeting. It was suggested that another Public Works employee attend the meeting with Kluck.

Eldred informed the Council that Brady, Martz & Associates are in town (January 22nd -24th) performing the annual City of Hawley audit.
