HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
JANUARY 6, 2020

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Monday, January 6, 2020 in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Joy with the following members present: James Joy, Sean Mork, Ben Gunkelman, Jonathan Donnelly and Brad Eldred. Also present were Clerk Treasurer Lisa Jetvig, Police Chief Joe Backlund, and Attorney Zenas Baer.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Donnelly to approve the amended agenda. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Mork to approve City of Hawley RESOLUTION 2020-01 Resolution Setting 2020 Appointments. Ayes: All. 

It was discussed that as most of the FM Metro COG Policy Board meetings are held during the work day, Jetvig could attend any meetings that have agenda items that may pertain to the City of Hawley.

The Council reviewed an e-mail from a kindergarten teacher sharing an e-mail she received from a parent of one of her students. The email is thanking the teacher, the school and Hawley Police Department, and School Resource Officer Scott Steer for all they do for the students.

It was discussed that the City of Hawley borrowed federal entitlement funds from other airports for the new airport hangar construction project. These funds are now being repaid.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Gunkelman to Request FAA Approval of Transfer of Entitlements. Ayes: All.

Joy informed the Council that the Hawley Airport Commission sent out RFP's for an Airport Engineer and received 2 applications. In the RFP's we are not allowed to ask for the rates they charge for services. Based on qualifications, the Airport Commission recommends retaining Bolton & Menk as the City of Hawley Airport Engineer.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Gunkelman to name Bolton & Menk as City of Hawley Airport Engineer following Request for Statements of Qualifications process, as recommended by the Hawley Municipal Airport Commission. Ayes: All.

[bookmark: _GoBack]A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Mork to approve the City of Hawley Snow Dumping Permit submitted by Sellin Brothers, Inc. effective until 06/30/2020. Ayes: All. 

Gunkelman gave an update on the December 23rd meeting held with MetroCOG regarding the City of Hawley Zoning Ordinances. Among items discussed were Fences & Screening, Nonconformities, State Building Code, Planned Unit Development, Conditional Use Permit, and Zoning Districts.

Gunkelman stated that there is a Clay County Heartland Trail Task Force meeting scheduled for January 15, 2020 at 1:30 p.m. at the Clay County Joint Highway Department Building.

Mork informed the Council that Eglon Township has some concerns with the agreement for the proposed new fire hall and has tabled it indefinitely. It was discussed that the City needs to continue exploring other options.  The Council reviewed a sample/draft RFP for qualifications and proposals.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Gunkelman to send out RFP's for an architect and/or engineer for the potential remodeling and adding on to the existing Fire Hall building. Ayes: All. 

Mork informed the Council that the Fire District Board and Emergency Response District Board meetings are scheduled for January 15th.

Donnelly stated that Public Works Director Berg and Public Works Lead Thompson came to work on their scheduled vacations to clear snow after the big snow storms we received after Christmas. This resulted in them having more than the maximum vacation hours (120) allowed to be carried over at year end. They are requesting to be allowed to carry over additional hours at the end of 2019.

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Mork to grant a one-time year end carry over of additional vacation hours to Public Works Director Berg (20 hours) and Public Works Lead Thompson (15 hours), due to extreme weather conditions. Ayes: All. 

The Council reviewed the quotes/warranty information for a new fridge for the Community Center.

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Eldred to approve the purchase of a Culinex-Dakota Food Aurora refrigerator for the Community Center at a cost of $2,307.55 with a 5-year warranty on the compressor and 3-year parts and labor warranty. Ayes: All. 

Baer gave the Council an update on the Hawley Golf Club/City of Hawley Title Registration. We are in the process of filing an amended petition for the registration of the property. This is required due to the new survey descriptions obtained for the individual tracts of land. There were no major changes. The Golf Course will have certificate of title for 3 tracts of land and the City will have certificate of title for 3 tracts of land.

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Gunkelman to move forward with the Hawley Golf and Country Club, Inc./City of Hawley - Title Registration process. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Mork to approve the Minnesota Lawful Gambling Application to Conduct Excluded Bingo submitted by American Legion Johnson Post 382 for bingo events on March 21, 2020, April 18, 2020, October 24, 2020 and November 28, 2020 at the HLS Parish Center, 423 6th Street. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Eldred, seconded by Gunkelman to approve RESOLUTION 20-02 Approving 2019 Budget Adjustments. Ayes: All. 

The Council reviewed the City of Hawley, Minnesota 2020 Summary Budget Statement for Publication.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Mork to approve the following consent items:

Gunkelman stated that the Fire Chief is questioning whether the Fire District approved a pay increase for call hours and training in 2019. An increase was suggested by the Fire Chief, but not discussed by the Fire District and never went to a vote.
