HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
JANUARY 7, 2019

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Monday, January 7, 2019 in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Joy with the following members present: James Joy, Sean Mork, Ben Gunkelman, Jonathan Donnelly and Brad Eldred. Also present were Clerk Treasurer Lisa Jetvig, Attorney Zenas Baer, Police Chief Joe Backlund, and Tim Sanvik.

Baer administered the Oaths of Office to James Joy, Jonathan Donnelly and Brad Eldred.

Baer congratulated the Councilmembers and stated that they have immense authority as Councilmembers in operating the City of Hawley for the benefit of the citizens. When making decisions they need to remember their authority is constrained by Statutes and the Constitution.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Donnelly to approve the amended agenda. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Mork to approve City of Hawley RESOLUTION 2019-01 Resolution Setting 2019 Appointments. Ayes: All. 

It was questioned if an alternate can be appointed to the Public Utilities Commission. Baer will research the matter.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Mork authorizing Attorney Baer to research the City of Hawley/Clay County boundary line discrepancy of the property at 118 Elizabeth Street E & 116 Elizabeth Street E (former Leonard Tangen property) on the east edge of the city. Ayes: All. 

Joy stated that the Clay County Joint Powers 50th Annual Intergovernmental Retreat is on Friday, January 25, 2019 at the Clay County Law Enforcement Center.

Gunkelman gave the Council a snow removal update as prepared by Public Works Superintendent Gerry Kluck. As of December 31, 2018 staff has spent 115 hours of snow removal in the city and 23 hours at the airport, and 26 hours on sanding using 86.8 tons of sand/salt.

Gunkelman gave the Council a skating rink update as prepared by Public Works Superintendent Kluck. Recent warmer temperatures have delayed the opening of the rink. Also due to the hockey rink being used during the warmer weather, the plastic liner ended up with holes in it, making it very difficult to flood the hockey rink, as the water was running out and under the liner. Staff hopes to have the skating rinks open by January 5, 2019. Staff has spent 63 hours and used 44,800 gallons of water to date on the rinks.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Mork to approve City of Hawley RESOLUTION 18-44 A Resolution Supporting the Submission of a Greater Minnesota Transportation Alternative Solicitation for Safe Routes to School Paths on Reno Street, Joseph Street, and Tenth Street. Ayes: All.

It was noted that this resolution was previously approved on December 17, 2018 but needed additional modification/language added to it.

Gunkelman stated that the City of Hawley's Greater Minnesota Transportation Alternatives & Safe Routs to School Joint Solicitation grant application has been submitted. 

The Hawley project will build 12 1/2 blocks of 6' wide off-road SRTS sidewalk (where none exist) including a curb bump out at the school. We have leveraged both City of Hawley and Clay County funds as we are already committed to building 5 blocks of 10' wide Heartland Trail along CSAH 33 as part of our large 2021 Infrastructure Rehabilitation Project. The timing of the SRTS grant would allow us to add these 12 1/2 blocks of sidewalk leading out from the school and connecting to the Heartland Trail and to the traffic signal light and western portions of the city.

Mork stated that David Drown Associates, Inc. (DDA) has been the City of Hawley's financial advisor for several years. The Council reviewed the 01/02/19 Engagement Letter and fee schedule from DDA to continue to provide their services to the city.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Donnelly to approve the David Drown Associates, Inc. Annual Confirming Engagement Letter for Municipal Advisor Services. Ayes: All. 

The Council reviewed the quote from Rick Halvorson Construction in the amount of $6,928.00 to lower and make the front door at the Downtown Business Center building ADA compliant. It was noted that the recommendation for this project came from the League of Minnesota Cities ADA Survey conducted on August 7, 2018. 

Mork tabled the quote from Rick Halvorson Construction for the Downtown Business Center front door improvements.

Jetvig informed the Council that we have a new renter, Haley's Hope, in the Downtown Business Center bringing the total offices rented to three. At three renters the building breaks even. The current balance in the fund is approximately $8,400.

Donnelly informed the Council that Liquor Store Manager Michael Friesen is recommending the removal of 5 liquor store employees from our current employee list: he has received a letter of resignation from Bridgette Holl, Lacie Olson is sending him a resignation letter, and Rhonda Smith, Nancy Gain and Kelly Oliver have not worked for the liquor store in over 2 years. All left the store in good standing and were assets to the store while working there.

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Gunkelman to approve ending the  employment of 5 inactive liquor store employees: Bridgette Holl, Lacie Olson, Nancy Gain, Kelly Oliver and Rhonda Smith, as recommended by Liquor Store Manager Michael Friesen. Ayes: All.

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Mork to approve City of Hawley RESOLUTION 19-02 Approving Final 2018 Budget Adjustments & 2019 Budget Adjustment. Ayes: All. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]The Council reviewed the 2018 Year End Report "unaudited" for the Hawley Municipal Liquor Store. Donnelly stated that the store had Sales of $1,253,000 (up 3%), Gross Profit of $334,330.41, Estimated Net Income Before Transfer of $40,000, transferred $8,000 to the General Fund, and paid $42,588 in Bond and Loan payments on the building.  It was noted that the Liquor Fund is self-sufficient and no taxpayer money is used.

The Council reviewed the City of Hawley, Minnesota 2019 Mn Summary Budget Statement for Publication.
