HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
OCTOBER 21, 2019

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Monday, October 21, 2019 in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Joy with the following members present: James Joy, Sean Mork, Ben Gunkelman, Jonathan Donnelly and Brad Eldred. Also present were Public Works Lead Paul Thompson, Clerk Treasurer Lisa Jetvig, Attorney Zenas Baer, Engineer Cavin Berube, Engineer Tyson Hajicek, and Liquor Store Manager Michael Friesen.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Donnelly to approve the amended agenda. Ayes: All.

Engineer Berube gave the Council an update on the Phase 3/SRTS project. Two quotes were received for televising the sanitary sewer and storm sewer mains in the project area: Johnson Jet-Line for $34,587.25 and Jet-Way Multiple Services, Inc. for $71,779.50. The work would be scheduled to be completed by February 28, 2020. It was discussed that if the low bid is accepted, $20,000 would be paid out of the sanitary sewer fund and $14,000 out of the storm sewer.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Eldred to approve the bid from Johnson Jet-Line in the amount of $34,587.25 for televising of the sanitary sewer and storm sewer mains for the proposed 2021 Phase 3/SRTS project. Ayes: All.

Jetvig informed the Council that any airport that receives federal funding has to go out for bids for an engineer every 5 years. Our 5 year contract with Bolton & Menk is expired.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the Request for Statement of Qualifications (SOQ) for Airport Engineer, as recommended by the Hawley Municipal Airport Commission. Ayes: All.

It was noted that the Airport Commission will meet on December 17, 2019 to review the submissions.

Jetvig informed the Council that the Hawley Airport has received 75% state funding to update the Airport Zoning Ordinance. We will work with Clay County and Hawley and Cromwell Townships on the project. The Council reviewed the agreement with Bolton & Menk for Airport Zoning Update Services for the engineer to lead the process of this highly technical zoning update. The local cost share would be $12,445.00. There are funds in the airport fund to complete the project.  Jetvig stated that among the things that would be updated in the zoning ordinance are the elimination of the cross wind runway (which we had to do for Prairie Hills Estates to be developed), and the proposed runway extension.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Mork to approve Work Order #6 to Professional Services Contract  - Airport Zoning Update Services with Bolton & Menk, Inc., as recommended by the Hawley Municipal Airport Commission. Ayes: All.

Engineer Hajicek gave the Council an update on the Otta Seal project. The repair (asphalt patch) of the potholes on 15th Street and the tie-ins to the Prairie Hills Estates streets should be completed this week. The sealcoating part of this project will be done next year. Hajicek stated that the Otta Seal is holding up pretty well, doing the job it was intended to do, which is shedding the water and minimizing the dust.

Hajicek informed the Council that they will be working on the feasibility report for the Phase 3 project over the winter.

Hajicek updated the Council on the Hawley Lake project. They are waiting for information from Clay County regarding water quality, etc.

Liquor Store Manager Friesen gave the Council a liquor store update. Year to date sales are down 1.7%, due in large part to the weather. The store has received a good response for the October food drive that will be given to the REACH Food Pantry. Friesen stated that there is approximately $4,000 available in the liquor lottery account that could be transferred to the liquor store fund.

Mork gave the Council an update on the 10/15/19 Hawley Area Fire District Special Meeting to discuss the 10/07/19 versions of Addendum to Joint Powers Agreement, New Fire Hall Construction Agreement, and Capital Improvement Plan as drafted by Hawley Township; and the 10/15/19 City Attorney Baer recommended edits. The Fire District Board was receptive and motioned to adopt Baer's recommendations.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Gunkelman to adopt RESOLUTION 19-31 Joint Resolution of the members of the Hawley Area Fire District Joint Powers Agreement Dated March 27, 2007, contingent upon the one change from the Attorney Memorandum dated October 15, 2019, on section 4.3.5 is incorporated. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Gunkelman to adopt the Hawley Area Fire District New Fire Hall Construction Agreement, contingent upon the six changes from Attorney Memorandum dated October 15, 2019, are incorporated. Ayes: All. 

Baer noted that the agreements are not effective until all 6 townships and the city have approved/signed them.

Gunkelman gave the Council an update on the October 14, 2019 Planning Commission Public Hearing to consider a CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT, in the C-3 Agricultural Commercial Zoning District to build a new 160' x 70' building for agriculture warehousing and sales of agronomy products (seed, chemical, etc) at 311 Elevator Street. The applicant is YAGCO, LLC and Description of the lot is: Lots 1 & 2, Block 1, Hawley Industrial Park 4th Addition, City of Hawley. (Parcel #56.176.0010)

The only concern discussed was that the storm water drainage not drain to the west/north as there are a lot of drainage issues with the ditch on County Road 31. The storm water for the YAGCO, LLC project will drain to the east and then south to the City's regional storm water retention pond. They will need to bring the water from the northern part of the two combined lots to the SE corner by grading.

Gunkelman stated that the Planning Commission recommends approval of the Conditional Use Permit as presented.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Mork to approve, as presented, the Conditional Use Permit application by YAGCO, LLC to build a new 160' x 70' building for agriculture warehousing and sales of agronomy products at 311 Elevator Street, as recommended by the Hawley Planning Commission. Ayes: All.

The Council reviewed the application for minor subdivision permit submitted by Eugene Jetvig for Lot 9, Block 2, Jetvig 1st Addition to divide 1 large lot into 2 smaller lots. It was noted that MnDOT is interested in purchasing the southern lot.

The Council reviewed the 10/21/19 letter from Mn Department of Transportation stating that "It is the understanding that MNDOT will fund the extension of the city sewer and water to the proposed southerly lot 9 in the Jetvig First Addition to the City of Hawley. The City of Hawley will administer the contracts for the installation of city sewer and water."

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Eldred to approve the Application for Minor Subdivision Permit submitted by Eugene Jetvig for Lot 9, Block 2, Jetvig 1st Addition, contingent on them working with the City of Hawley on the extension and connection to City sewer and water services. Ayes: All.

The agenda item Phone Book Ad was not discussed.

Eldred stated that Lakes & Prairies Community Action Partnership is offering Rural Routes Affordable Transit for Seniors in Rural Clay County. The bus service will be in Hawley on Tuesdays. There is information included in the November City Newsletter.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the following consent items:

Hajicek stated that Clay County will not pay for any drainage work if there is no county purpose for it. They would probably allow the work to be done, but will not pay for it.

Jetvig informed the Council that Todd Sparrow, Rapat Corporation, would like to attend a future Council meeting to discuss the drainage issues.

There being no further business at 6:45 p.m. it was moved by Donnelly, seconded by Gunkelman that the meeting be adjourned. Ayes: All. 
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
