HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
NOVEMBER 18, 2019

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Monday, November 18, 2019 in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Joy with the following members present: James Joy, Sean Mork, Jonathan Donnelly and Brad Eldred. Absent: Ben Gunkelman. Also present were Clerk Treasurer Lisa Jetvig, Police Chief Joe Backlund and Jenna Duwenhoegger.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Donnelly to approve the amended agenda. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.

Joy informed the Council that the police department sold a DUI forfeiture vehicle for approximately $38,900 and an old squad vehicle for approximately $10,500. It was noted that the funds from the forfeiture vehicle sale are restricted and can only be used for specific purposes.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Eldred to apply the funds received ($10,494) from the sale of the Police Department Ford Interceptor SUV as an additional principal  payment on the police department building interfund loan, as recommended by Police Chief Backlund. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.

Jenna Duwenhoegger, U.S. Census Bureau Partnership Specialist for Becker, Clay and Ottertail Counties, appeared before the Council with an update on the 2020 Census. Among things the Census data is used for is to determine how many government representatives each state gets, and for determining funding. In March of 2020 the Census Bureau will be mailing out postcards to citizens giving them 3 options for completing the 10 question census: by phone, on-line, or requesting a paper census. Beginning in April, census workers will contact, by phone or house visit, citizens that have not completed the census. They can contact the citizen up to 6 times.

Duwenhoegger stated that they are reaching out to local governments and community organizations through the Community Partnership and Engagement Program to form a partnership to promote the census and inform residents of how important it is to complete the census.

Mork stated that the City of Hawley Truth In Taxation Public Hearing is scheduled for Monday, December 2, 2019 at 6:00 p.m. Discussion will be held on the 2020 budgeted expenditures, revenues, and levy, and time will be allowed for public comments.

The Council reviewed the two 2020 Fuel Bids received: Express Lane Hawley for $.0525 cents off per gallon on every gallon of fuel, and Tony's Super Valu for $.05 cents off per gallon on every gallon of fuel.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Eldred to approve the 2020 Fuel Bid from Express Lane Hawley for $.0525 cents off per gallon for every gallon of fuel purchased. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.

Mork informed the Council that the Hawley Area Fire District is holding a special meeting on November 19, 2019 at 7:00 p.m. to discuss the contracts/agreements for the proposed new fire hall.

The Engineer's Agenda, including Request for Payments, was tabled.

Donnelly gave an update on the snow removal meeting held with contractors. The only City property that snow can be piled is the City's main detention basin at 705 Main Street. A Memorandum of Understanding will be drafted and must be signed by snow removal contractors prior to using City property.  This will allow better coordination and communication between the City and contractors.

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Mork to approve RESOLUTION 19-33 Resolution Approving 2020 Liquor License Applications - City of Hawley. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Mork to approve the Minnesota Lawful Gambling Application for Exempt Permits submitted by the Hawley Lions for Bingo events on January 18, 2020, February 15, 2020 and December 5, 2020, and Raffles on April 13, 2020 and December 14, 2020. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Mork to approve the Minnesota State Lottery Retailer Renewal Application for Hawley Liquors. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Eldred to approve the Minnesota Revenue License Application to Make Retail Sales of Cigarette and Other Tobacco Products for the Hawley Municipal Liquor Store. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

Eldred reported on the November 6th Zoning Ordinance meeting with MetroCOG to discuss updating the City's Industrial and Commercial zoning.
