HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
NOVEMBER 4, 2019

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Monday, November 4, 2019 in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Joy with the following members: James Joy, Sean Mork, Jonathan Donnelly and Brad Eldred. Absent: Ben Gunkelman. Also present were Clerk Treasurer Lisa Jetvig, Police Chief Joe Backlund, Marc Ness, and Rebecca Petersen.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Joy to approve the amended agenda. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

Joy gave the Council a Public Utilities Commission update. The PUC is going to participate in Minnkota Power's electric vehicle charger rebate program. Electric vehicle chargers complying with the program requirements will receive the off-peak rate year round. In exchange for the lower rate of the off-peak program, electric vehicle charging is limited to certain hours: October-May from noon to 5 p.m. and 11 p.m. to 7 a.m., and June-September from midnight to 10 a.m.

Rebecca Petersen, West Central Initiative Director of Development, appeared before the Council with a WCI update. WCI is excited to unveil a bold new three-year strategic plan: 1) Reimagine region as inclusive, welcoming and engaged, 2) Invest in local to build resiliency and ensure that our children thrive, and 3) Educate, activate and celebrate to instill a greater sense of possibility and confidence in the future of West Central Minnesota.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Eldred to sell the 2013 Ford Police Interceptor through Mid-State Auto Auction, as recommended by Police Chief Backlund. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

Mork informed the Council that the police department has been using the speed sign at different locations around the City.

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Mork to approve the written request from the Hawley Women of Today for their Westgate Park tree lighting event on Sunday, December 1, 2019, and to have 2-3 fire pits going during the event. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

It was noted that the lights will be on a timer and will be lit through mid-January.

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Mork to approve RESOLUTION 19-32 Resolution Approving 2020 Liquor License Applications - City of Hawley. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

Donnelly informed the Council that Johnson Jet-Line has been in town cleaning and televising the sanitary sewer and storm sewer mains in the Phase 3 project areas.

Donnelly reported that the Westgate Park restrooms are closed for the season.

Donnelly stated that the Hawley Community Center is open for walking Monday - Friday from 6:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m.

The Council reviewed the 10/22/19 e-mail from Pete Christopher, Resource Development & Marketing Manager for Lake Agassiz Habitat for Humanity, stating that they would love to do a build (or more) in Hawley. The first step would be finding a lot that is in an entry level or already established development.  It was discussed that the city does not own any residential lots that could be used for the build.
