HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
FEBRUARY 18, 2020

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Tuesday, February 18, 2020 in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Vice-Mayor Mork with the following members present: Sean Mork, Ben Gunkelman and Brad Eldred. Absent: James Joy and Jonathan Donnelly. Also present were Clerk Treasurer Lisa Jetvig, Attorney Zenas Baer, and Police Chief Joe Backlund.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the amended agenda. Ayes: 3. Absent: 2.

Gunkelman gave an update on the Phase 3 Infrastructure Replacement and Safe Routes to School project proposed to be completed in 2021.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Mork to call for a Public Informational Meetings regarding the proposed Phase 3 project and SRTS project on Monday, March 30, 2020 at 5:30 p.m. in the Hawley High School Auditorium. Ayes: 3. Absent: 2.

Gunkelman informed the Council that the Clay County Heartland Trail Task Force has a meeting scheduled for February 27th at 1:30 p.m. at the Clay County Joint Highway Department building. It was suggested that we inform the group that the Hawley City Council might be looking at alternative routes (rather than 5th Street) for the Heartland Trail to go through Hawley.

The Council reviewed the 2020 Bonding Request - Heartland Trail Extension. The bonding request is for $4.2 million and includes funds for preliminary engineering, final design and land acquisition between Moorhead and Hawley, and preliminary alignment design from Detroit Lakes to Hawley.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Gunkelman gave an update from the February 3, 2020 Hawley Economic Development Authority and Hawley Economic Development Authority Advisors meeting. The EDA/EDA Advisors met with Lee Schwartz, Small Town Labs, regarding their proposal on ways to increase the City of Hawley's internet presence, reimaging, self promotion, etc. The EDA/EDA Advisors are meeting tonight at 6:30 p.m. It was noted that there are funds in the Economic Development Authority fund.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Eldred to approve the proposal from Small Town Labs for marketing/creative services & economic development services for $6,716 + Support Costs AT COST. Ayes: 3. Absent: 2.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Eldred to approve the quote from Runger's for a new furnace at the Hawley Downtown Business Center building at a cost of $4,850. Ayes: 3. Absent: 2. 

The Council reviewed the proposals for Architectural/Inspection/Planning Services for the Fire Hall: Nile Inc., for $13,460, Stahl Architects for $19,900, Widseth Smith Nolting for $19,500, and EAPC Architects Engineers for $56,700.

There was discussion that two of the low bidders have Hawley area staff.   It was noted that all proposals were from qualified architects and the Council was pleased to get four proposals.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Gunkelman to accept the proposal from Nile, Inc. of $13,460 for Architectural, Inspection, and Planning Services for the City of Hawley Fire Hall. Ayes: 3. Absent: 2.

Mork reported that the City of Hawley's garbage contract with Fuchs Sanitation ends on April 30, 2020. The Council Committee of the Whole had a meeting with Fuchs and received their written proposal/options on February 10.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Gunkelman to move forward and open up negotiations by sending a counter-proposal to Fuchs Sanitation regarding garbage services. Ayes: 3. Absent: 2. 

Eldred reported that the City of Hawley Board of Appeal & Equalization meeting is scheduled for April 20, 2020 at 4:30 p.m. in the Hawley City Council Chambers. The Clay County Assessor will be present to hear appeals/questions regarding property valuations and classifications. Residents will be getting a mailed notice with their 2021 valuations and any wanting to appeal their property valuation or classification should contact the Clay County Assessor for an appointment time.

The Council reviewed the City of Hawley Report of Outstanding Indebtedness at December 31, 2019 of $4,694,000, and the historical balances. Jetvig stated that the city's goal is to stay under $10,000,000. The city has been actively paying down/off bonds as they will be selling bonds in 2021 for the Phase 3 infrastructure replacement project.

The Council reviewed the 02/07/20 e-mail from the Mn Department of Revenue. Due to their error, the City of Hawley's Local Government Aid for 2020 is $643,080 which is $835 higher than previously certified.
