HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
FEBRUARY 3, 2020

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Monday, February 3, 2020 in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Joy with the following members present: James Joy, Sean Mork, Ben Gunkelman, Jonathan Donnelly and Brad Eldred. Also present were Clerk Treasurer Lisa Jetvig, Attorney Zenas Baer and Police Chief Joe Backlund.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Donnelly to approve the amended agenda. Ayes: All.

Joy gave the Council an Airport Commission update. The Commission is proposing a new taxilane project to accommodate future based aircraft using the airport. The project would be completed in two phases. Phase 1 is the grading in 2020 and Phase 2 is the paving in 2022. The project is eligible for federal funding. The Airport Commission is researching the option of allowing the construction of privately owned hangars along this taxilane. It was discussed that the city would enter into a long-term lease agreement with the hangar owner, with the hangar building reverting back to City ownership at the end of the lease.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Mork to approve Work Order #7, with Bolton & Menk, to the Professional Services Contract (Design, Bidding, Construction and Grant Administration Services) for Taxilane Grading, Phase 1 Hawley Municipal Airport, Hawley, Minnesota, as recommended by the Hawley Municipal Airport Commission. Ayes: All.

Joy gave the Council an update on the Clay County Joint Powers Intergovernmental Retreat. Among items discussed were generation gaps and area workforce. The retreat is a good networking source with Commissioners, Legislators, and other cities.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Eldred to approve the Agreement  for Fourth Renewal of 2016 Recreational Lease Agreement City of Hawley Golf Course. Ayes: All. 

It was noted that the City and the Golf Course are in the process of registering the title for the land. The process should be completed this year.

Gunkelman gave the Council a Heartland Trail update. It was suggested that the Council revisit the route of the trail through the City of Hawley.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Mork to approve City of Hawley RESOLUTION 20-04 For Funding For Heartland Trail Through Mn State Legislature. Ayes: All. 

Gunkelman stated that the EDA/EDA Advisors are scheduled to meet at 6:45 tonight. They will be considering a proposal on ways to increase the City of Hawley's internet presence.

Mork reported on the Personnel Committee's Department Head evaluations held with Police Chief Joe Backlund, Clerk Treasurer Lisa Jetvig and Liquor Store Manager Michael Friesen on January 30, 2020.   All meetings were closed as allowed by Mn State Statutes Section 13D.05 Subdivision 3A.   All three evaluations were favorable.

[bookmark: _GoBack]A lengthy discussion ensued regarding the new Fire Hall Agreement proposal from Hawley Township that includes the changes requested by Eglon Township. The Council is not comfortable with the changes made and expressed frustration in the amount of time and lack of progress made on this issue. It was noted that the City is prepared to spend $650,000 on remodeling/adding on to the existing Fire Hall and has sent out an RFP for a study on options for the current building/site.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Gunkelman to deny the Hawley Area Fire District New Fire Hall Construction Agreement. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Mork to draft a letter informing the townships that the City of Hawley is no longer interested in an agreement with the townships for the construction of a new Fire Hall, and the City is committed to going forward with providing new space for the Fire District. Ayes: All.

The Council reviewed the letter from the Clay County Highway Department regarding the meeting scheduled for February 20th at 2:30 p.m. at the Clay County Highway Department Office to review the 2020-2021 maintenance contract numbers. Clay County maintains the gravel portion of the City of Hawley's 15th Street and Rodeo Drive North.

Donnelly informed the Council that the interior drain tile at the Community Center that was causing water problems has been fixed. It appears the drains will need to be cleaned on a continuing basis to keep the water draining away.

Donnelly stated that the new refrigerator at the Community Center has been installed.

Donnelly updated the Council on the 2019 year-end Liquor Store "draft" report following the audit. The store had sales of $1,228,690; operating income of $43,807; net income before transfers of $34,603; and a positive change in net position of $26,603.   This is down about $16,000 from 2018.  

Eldred stated that there is a Committee of the Whole meeting scheduled with Fuchs Sanitation on February 10th to negotiate our garbage contract. It appears costs will be increasing and options for collection will be discussed.

Eldred reported that the City Hall handicapped entrance is being updated and should be completed by the end of the week.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Donnelly to approve the following consent items:
