HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
MARCH 2, 2020

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Monday, March 2, 2020 in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Joy with the following members present: James Joy, Sean Mork, Ben Gunkelman, Jonathan Donnelly and Brad Eldred. Also present were Clerk Treasurer Lisa Jetvig, Attorney Zenas Baer, Police Chief Joe Backlund, Brian Giere and Blake Jegtvig.

Giere and Jegtvig appeared before the Council for clarification on the weight limit on 15th Street. Giere stated that the road is signed 5-ton gross on the north end and 5-ton axel weight on the south end. The Council will research the matter. Giere informed the Council that there is a construction project planned for County Road 33 this summer so 15th Street could get a lot of bypass traffic. Giere further stated that Cromwell Township is working with Clay County to try to get the county to take over the township's portion of 15th Street.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Donnelly to approve the amended agenda. Ayes: All. 

A discussion ensued regarding the extension of city services (i.e. water, sewer, natural gas, electric, storm sewer) outside the city limits. Mork stated that there isn't much benefit to the city property owners to extend services outside of city limits. If someone wants city services the property can be annexed into the city. Eldred stated that the extension of services would not help the developers in the city and could hurt the city's growth. There are lots available within the city limits. Donnelly stated that it is a conflict to give someone the benefit of city services when they are not part of the city tax base. Joy stated that we want to grow the city and the city services should stay inside the city limits. Gunkelman stated that if someone wants city services they can move into the city.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Gunkelman to make it City Policy to not extend city services/amenities outside the city limits. Ayes: All. 

A discussion ensued regarding the Nile, Inc. contract for Fire Hall Architectural, Inspection and Planning Services. Baer stated that he has reviewed the contract and found it to be legally sufficient and in the proper form. 

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Joy to approve the contract with Nile, Inc. for Architectural/Inspection/Planning services for the Fire Hall for $13,460 plus reimbursable expenses. Ayes: All. 

Joy gave an update on the kick off meeting with Nile, Inc. regarding what the city is looking for and where we want to go regarding the Fire Hall.

Joy reported that on February 22, 2020 an airplane veered off the runway at the Hawley airport and tipped onto a snowbank. The airplane was damaged but there were no injuries.

The Council reviewed the Mn Department of Transportation Aeronautics Hawley Municipal Airport Economic & Community Benefits report.  This report says that the Hawley Municipal Airport total annual economic impacts are: visitors 943; area employment 10; payroll $314,020; spending $853, 090; economic activity $1.17 Million; and state and local tax revenues $40,380.   It states that the Hawley airport is used for multiple businesses, law enforcement, healthcare/medical support and regional farm support.  

Gunkelman gave the Council an update on the February 27, 2020 Clay County Heartland Trail Task Force meeting. 

Gunkelman reported on the EDA/EDA Advisors February 18, 2020 meeting with Small Town Labs regarding the use of social media, etc. to promote the City of Hawley. Another meeting is scheduled for March 10, 2020.

Mork updated the Council on a meeting he and Mayor Joy had with the School Board regarding the opportunity for the school to work cooperatively with the city on projects (at the schools’ expense) to improve safety for student drop off areas and replace the water service line at the Elementary School, as part of the city's Phase 3 infrastructure project. The school is considering the project(s).

Mork reported that the City Council is holding Public Informational Meetings regarding the proposed Sidewalks (Safe Routes to School) project at 5:30 p.m. and on the proposed Phase 3 Water & Sewer Replacement Project at 6:15 p.m. on March 30, 2020 at the Hawley High School Auditorium.  He invited the public to attend these meetings.

Donnelly informed the Council that the City of Hawley is eligible for up to $37,500 from Clay County for recycling reimbursement in 2020. This is $476 less than in 2019.

Donnelly stated that the Council is in negotiations with Fuchs Sanitation regarding the renewal of the garbage service contract/rates. There is a meeting scheduled following tonight's Council meeting.

Eldred reported that there is a Presidential Primary election on March 3, 2020 at the Hawley Community Center. The polls will be open from 7:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m.

Eldred informed the Council that the city received a street allotment payment of $10,715.69 from Clay County for the county roads (5th, 10th and Main Streets) that are within the city limits.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by  Mork to approve the following consent items:
