HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
APRIL 1, 2019

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Monday, April 1, 2019 in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Joy with the following members present: James Joy, Ben Gunkelman and Brad Eldred. Absent: Sean Mork and Jonathan Donnelly. Also present were Clerk Treasurer Lisa Jetvig, Attorney Zenas Baer, Police Chief Joe Backlund, Engineer Tyson Hajicek, Cindy Byklum, Keith Byklum, Rachelle Vettern, Darin Vettern, Mike Huesman, Jill Hinkle, Shawn Justesen, Jacky Mergner, Dan Mergner, Hodge Abtin, and Melody Okke.

Joy called for citizen comments.

Shawn Justesen informed the Council that the residents of Maple Ridge are questioning if Maple Street could be added to the 2019 Otta Seal project on 15th Street. Justesen stated that Maple Street is in poor condition with pot holes and ruts. The heavy equipment traffic for the river remeandering project was also hard on the street.

Joy stated that this is the first time the City is trying to use Otta seal and 15th Street is meant to be a test area with the heavier traffic.

Dan Mergner stated that they have lived in Maple Ridge for 15 years and still do not have a paved street. Mergner questioned what the cost would be to improve the street.

Baer stated that citizen comments on the agenda is a time for citizens to address the Council with their concerns/questions, but no decisions or discussion will be made by the Council. The Council may choose to send the items back to committee for further review.

Hodge Abtin, Whistle Stop Cafe, appeared before the Council regarding the challenges of being a business owner in downtown Hawley. He met with Mayor Joy and Clerk Treasurer Jetvig regarding ideas such as having space available at City Hall for business cards, and highway or park signage for businesses.

Melody Okke, Hawley Golden Riders, appeared before the Council with a report of how the group serves the community. She stated that the use of the Hawley rodeo grounds is an expense to them. She questioned the Council's vision for the rodeo grounds and suggested they work together to make Hawley better.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Eldred to approve the amended agenda. Ayes: 3. Absent: 2.

Joy informed the Council that the City's proposal for a School Resource Officer has been submitted to the School District. The school asked for a meeting to go over specifics of the proposal.

Joy stated that the Clay County Commission has scheduled a Rural Cities and County Round Table Meeting for April 22, 2019 from 4:00-6:00 p.m. at the Hitterdal Community Center. It was noted that the Hawley City Council already has meeting scheduled for 5:00 and 6:30 that same night.
 
The City of Hawley Board of Appeal & Equalization meeting is scheduled for April 15, 2019 at 4:30 p.m. in the City Council Chambers. This is the meeting where residents can question the valuation/classification of their property.

The Council reviewed the information from Eventide and David Drown Associates regarding the request by Eventide for the City of Hawley to provide Conduit Bond Financing of $9 million for Eventide's proposed project to renovate and construct an addition to its assisted living facility at 1405 8th Street South in Moorhead.

It was discussed that this would limit the city's ability to bond to $1 million if a project came up in Hawley yet in 2019. The Council sees no benefit for the City of Hawley to provide the bond financing for the Eventide project.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Gunkelman to deny the request from Eventide Assisted Living for the City of Hawley to provide $9 million in Conduit Bond Financing. Ayes: 3. Absent: 2.

Eldred stated that the resident at 803 10th Street has a past due bill of $75 for a fire call. The city can assess the amount to the resident's property.

A motion was made by Eldred, seconded by Gunkelman to approve RESOLUTION 19-07 Resolution Declaring Cost to be Assessed, and Ordering Preparation of Proposed Assessment Special Service Charges for Emergency Services-Fire Call. Ayes: 3. Absent: 2. 

A motion was made by Eldred, seconded by Gunkelman to approve RESOLUTION 19-08 Resolution for Hearing on Proposed Assessment Special Service Charges for Emergency Services-Fire Call. Ayes: 3. Absent: 2. 

Gunkelman stated that the Hawley Area Fire District quarterly meeting is scheduled for April 4, 2019 at 7:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers.

Gunkelman stated that 2019 Spring Clean-Up is May 16th for Thursday residential garbage customers and May 20th for Monday residential garbage customers. Details on Spring Clean-Up will be included in the May 1st City Newsletter.  The City is offering the same additional services as were offered last year.

Gunkelman informed the Council that the next Park Board meeting is scheduled for April 8, 2019 at 6:00 p.m.

A motion was made by Eldred, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the Application and Permit for a 1 Day to 4 Day Temporary On-Sale Liquor License submitted by the Hawley Jaycees for June 7th & 8th, 2019 at the Hawley Rodeo Grounds. Ayes: 3. Absent: 2.
 
There is a Liquor Committee meeting scheduled for April 8, 2019 at 5:00 p.m.

Eldred informed the Council that an employee of Riverside Inn failed an alcohol compliance check conducted by Clay County on March 28th. The Council passed a resolution in 2012 regarding the civil penalties to the liquor license holder for failed liquor compliance checks. The penalty for a 1st violation (in a 2 year time frame) is $250.

A motion was made by Eldred, seconded by Gunkelman to impose a civil penalty of $250 to Riverside Inn for the March 28, 2019 failed liquor compliance check. Ayes: 3. Absent: 2. 

It was noted that Clay County may impose a penalty to the individual employee that failed the liquor compliance check.

A motion was made by Eldred, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the Waiver of Liability and Indemnity Agreements, effective April 1, 2019  to March 31, 2020, from the Regents of the U of M Extension and the Hawley Golden Riders for use of the Hawley Rodeo Grounds. Ayes: 3. Absent: 2. 

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Eldred to approve Addendum #2, effective until April 1, 2020,  to the Cleaning Services Agreement with Cullen's Cleaning Service. Ayes: 3. Absent: 2. 

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Eldred to approve the following consent items:
