HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
APRIL 15, 2019

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Monday, April 15, 2019 in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:50 p.m. by Mayor Joy with the following members present: James Joy, Sean Mork, Ben Gunkelman, Jonathan Donnelly and Brad Eldred. Also present were Clerk Treasurer Lisa Jetvig, Attorney Zenas Baer and Lynae Schenck.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the agenda as presented. Ayes: All. 

Lynae Schenck appeared before the Council requesting that the city again purchase an ad in the 2019 Gateway to the Lakes publication. The publication reaches 100,000 readers through direct mailings, inserts in various newspapers, online newspaper websites, and counter copies at the I-94 Visitor's Center, in area cities and in the lakes area.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Mork to purchase a full page ad in the 2019 Gateway to the Lakes publication at a cost of $995 (same as 2018). Gunkelman will work on the ad. Ayes: All. 

Eldred stated that the City of Hawley's 2019 crack fill and seal coat projects will be scheduled in May and June. Information regarding the projects are included in the May City Newsletter.  Among other items included in the May newsletter is the retirement open house for Public Works Superintendent Gerry Kluck, Rodeo Fest, and Spring Clean Up information.

Joy informed the Council that a meeting was held with the school on April 10th regarding the School Resource Officer (SRO) RFP proposal the city submitted  to the school. It is uncertain when the school will make a decision on the proposals.

Joy stated that the Clay County Commission has scheduled a Rural Cities and County Round Table Meeting for April 22, 2019 from 4:00-6:00 p.m. at the Hitterdal Community Center. It was noted that the Hawley City Council already has meetings scheduled for 5:00 and 6:30 that same night.

Public Works Superintendent Kluck appeared before the Council with an update on the City of Hawley's Wellhead Protection Plan draft, as prepared by Minnesota Rural Water Association with the assistance of City staff. The Mn Department of Health requires all Minnesota cities to have a Wellhead Protection Plan. The plan is an overview of the city's water system and measures to protect where our water comes from surface contamination.  Hawley has low vulnerability for our water supply due to the heavy clay soils.  It was noted that the Hawley City Council will hold a Public Hearing regarding the Wellhead Protection Plan on June 17, 2019.

Kluck informed the Council that in 2013 the City of Hawley agreed to voluntarily participant in a Mn Department of Health Minnesota Groundwater Virus Monitoring Study. The Council reviewed the 03/20/19 letter from the Mn Department of Health regarding results of the study from City of Hawley water samples collected in 2014 and 2015. The Mn Department of Health will do additional research on the microbes that were found. Kluck stated that the city's drinking water is safe and there is nothing further the city needs to do at this time.

Eldred questioned if the city needs to plan for a new well in the future. Kluck stated that if a large water user came to town, the city may need to look at improvements to the water and wastewater systems.

Joy gave an update on the April 1, 2019 Hawley Economic Development Authority meeting. The EDA accepted an offer from Lloyd Moser to purchase the residential lot at 314 Main Street, contingent on his front yard setback variance request being approved by the Hawley Board of Adjustment.

Mork gave the Council an update on the Hawley Area Fire District April 4, 2019 meeting. The 2020 Fire District Budget of $111,600 was approved. Larry Lund has retired and Gatlyn Affield was approved as a new fireman contingent upon a satisfactory background check. Among other items discussed were year to date fire calls, grants, the proposed new Fire Hall, and a credit card or debit card for the fire department.

It was discussed that when Hawley Township gets an agreement drafted for the proposed new Fire Hall, the agreement will be forwarded to Attorney Baer for his review.

A lengthy discussion ensued regarding the lack of progress on the proposed new Fire Hall project. It was questioned if Hawley Township should be given a deadline, and if not met other options could be pursued.

Mork reported that on April 3, 2019, the Council held a special/closed meeting to conduct Performance Reviews with 4 Department Heads. The meeting had all 5 Councilmembers and Attorney Baer present. Baer announced that the meetings would be closed to conduct performance evaluations on department heads and the closed meetings concluded at 8:00 p.m. Mork reported the results of the closed meeting as the reviews of Police Chief Joe Backlund, Liquor Store Manager Michael Friesen, Public Utilities Superintendent Kevin Berg and Clerk Treasurer Lisa Jetvig. All five had satisfactory reviews.   Baer recorded the closed meeting and it will be kept via records retention policy.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Gunkelman to open up/advertise for 2 Seasonal Streets/Parks Assistant positions. Ayes: All.

It was noted that applicants must be at least 16 years old and have a valid Minnesota Class D driver's license. The hourly wage range is $10.39 to $11.35 depending on qualifications.

Gunkelman stated that there is a Public Informational Meeting on Sidewalks scheduled for Monday, April 22, 2019 at 6:30 p.m. in the City Council Chambers. The City has received a Safe Routes to School grant for $300,000 that will fund the installation of sidewalks. The proposed sidewalks would be installed on potions of Reno, Joseph and 10th Streets. These sidewalks will connect the school to the community. This connectively will greatly increase the number of students and residents that can travel more safely by walking on these off-street sidewalks that separate them from traffic. Everyone is invited to attend this public informational meeting.

Gunkelman informed the Council that the Hawley Board of Adjustment has a Public Hearing scheduled for Monday, April 22, 2019 at 8:00 p.m. to consider a front yard setback variance request for 314 Main Street. The applicant is requesting a 7' front yard variance to allow the installation of a new home and detached garage on this vacant, irregularly shaped lot.

Gunkelman gave the Council a Park Board update. Among items discussed were a splash pad in Westgate Park, planting of trees/shrubs and installation of grill, tetherball and picnic table in Prairie Hills Estates Park, and possible replacement of swing set in Riverbend Park.

Donnelly gave the Council an update on the April 8, 2019 Liquor Committee meeting. Year to date projected liquor store operations are down -$13,937 (-$6,716 less Gross Profits and Expenses over by $7,221), due in a large part to the harsh weather conditions this winter. Friesen believes the sales can be made up in the summer months. 

Friesen had a demographics report he obtained through the credit card company for October through December 2018 for those who used a credit card at the store. Customers broken down by zip code: 61% Hawley, 7.6% Moorhead, 7% Detroit Lakes, 6.3% Fargo, 2.7% Lake Park, 1% N. Fargo, 1% Ulen and 1% Barnesville.

Donnelly stated that applicants have been interviewed for Part-Time Liquor Store Clerk(s). There are no hours being added, they would be filling in existing hours.

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Mork to hire Carol Burnside as a Part-Time Liquor Store Clerk, starting at Grade 4, Step 3 of the Part-Time scale at $12.39/hour with no benefits, as she has significant liquor sales experience & liquor server training, as recommended by the Liquor Committee. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Mork to hire Jayne Anthony as a Part-Time Liquor Store Clerk, starting at Grade 4, Step 3 of the Part Time scale at $12.39/hour with no benefits, as she has significant liquor sales experience & liquor server training, as recommended by the Liquor Committee. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Mork to hire Stacey Blomseth as a Part-Time Liquor Store Clerk, starting at Grade 4, Step 1 of the Part Time scale at $11.68/hour with no benefits, as recommended by the Liquor Committee. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the quote of $5,150 from Advanced Striping & Sealcoating to correct the handicapped parking area (remove current ramp) and sealcoat, crack fill and stripe the liquor store asphalt areas, as recommended by the Liquor Committee. Ayes: All.

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Mork to purchase LED lighting for the liquor store at an estimated cost of $800, as recommended by the Liquor Committee. Ayes: All. 

Donnelly announced that on March 28, 2019 Hawley Liquor Store employee Konni Bergseid passed an Alcohol Compliance Check conducted by the Clay County Sheriff's Office. The Council thanked Bergseid for her diligence in not selling alcohol to a minor.

It was noted that the liquor store will be closed on Easter Sunday. Friesen will be attending the Mn Municipal Beverage Association Annual Conference.

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the request to close the 600 block of Front Street on June 8, 2019 from 10 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. for the 6th Annual Hawley Rodeo Fest Street Fair. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the Annual Application for Sign Permit submitted by the City of Hawley (for Breakfast on the Farm) for a portable sign on the City owned lot west of the Hawley Liquor Store from May 15th - June 2nd, contingent on receipt of the sign permit fee. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the Annual Application for Sign Permit submitted by State Agency of Hawley (for Breakfast on the Farm) for a portable sign at 102 Hwy 10 East from May 15th - June 2nd, contingent on receipt of the sign permit fee. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Donnelly to approve the following consent items:
