HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
MAY 4, 2020

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Monday, May 4, 2020 in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Joy with the following members present: James Joy, Sean Mork, Ben Gunkelman, Jonathan Donnelly and Brad Eldred. Also present were Clerk Treasurer Lisa Jetvig, Attorney Zenas Baer, and Police Chief Joe Backlund.

A motion was made by Eldred, seconded by Mork to approve the amended agenda. Ayes: All.

A discussion ensued regarding the condition of 15th Street. Joy and Gunkelman walked the street with the engineer and the contractor last week.

The Council reviewed the 05/04/20 memo from Moore Engineering regarding the failings of the Otta Seal. They have contacted Becker County for recommendations on how their county handles failures in streets that had Otta-Seal installed on them.

It is Moore Engineering's recommendation to keep 15th Street closed and keep traffic off the street to prevent additional damage. After the road has firmed up, Moore will review the street again and give recommendations on addressing the failings.

It was noted that the Otta Seal on Maple Street is in good shape.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Donnelly to accept the letter of resignation from Police Officer Tyler O'Brien. Ayes: All.   The Council thanked O'Brien for his years of service to the City of Hawley.

Baer updated the Council from his research on the potential annexation of the airport property into the City of Hawley. In order to annex property to the city by Ordinance, the property to be annexed must abut the City. Since the airport does not abut the City of Hawley, annexation by Ordinance cannot be accomplished. Annexation could be initiated through and orderly annexation agreement with Hawley Township and would include all property between the city and the airport. The Council is not interested in pursuing the airport annexation at this time.

Joy informed the Council that the Hawley Municipal Airport is eligible to receive a federal Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic Security (CARES) Act grant in the amount of $30,000. The funds can be used for operational expenses.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Mork to accept the Federal CARES Act grant of $30,000 for the airport. Ayes: All. 

The Council reviewed the quote from Moltzan Concrete LLC in the amount of $14,050 for maintenance to replace the asphalt flooring that holds water with concrete in Hangars #23 & #24. Jetvig stated that Hawley Municipal Airport Commission Chairman Todd Sparrow is in favor of using the CARES Act funding for the hangar floor maintenance project.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Mork to approve the quote from Moltzan Concrete LLC in the amount of $14,050 for the removal/disposal of the asphalt floor and the installation of concrete floors in Hangars #23 & #24 at the Hawley Municipal Airport. Ayes: All. 

Gunkelman outlined the changes proposed by Fuchs Sanitation to the City of Hawley Garbage/Refuse Collection and Disposal Contract. They removed Item 23 that stated "Fuchs shall provide data on the tonnage of garbage hauled from the City. The reporting shall be at such times and frequency as is agreed between the City and Fuchs but, in no event, less than annually."

Bear recommended that this item be left in the contract. The language could be changed that Fuchs will do the best they can to provide data on the tonnage hauled from the city.

Baer also suggested that Item 15A read that a damaged or missing tote will be replaced at its "depreciated value" by the resident.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Donnelly to approve the City of Hawley Garbage/Refuse Collection and Disposal Contract - 2020 with Fuchs Sanitation, contingent on the above wording changes to Items 15A and 23 as recommended by Attorney Baer. Ayes: All.

Baer will make the changes and send the contract to Fuchs Sanitation's attorney.

Joy will contact Clay County Solid Waste to find out if they have any data on the amount of tonnage that is hauled from the City of Hawley.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Mork to approve ORDINANCE 280 Amending City Code 3-8-1, Schedule B, Garbage Charges Effective 6-1-2020 Billing City of Hawley. Ayes: All. 

It was noted that the new residential garbage rate is $19.80 and the new Senior Citizen garbage rate is $16.80.

A discussion ensued regarding the potential re-opening of the recycling center. The Council has met with Fuchs Sanitation and Minnkota EnviroServices personnel to research what is required for recycling sorting.    Gunkelman stated that when the center does re-open there will be changes to simplify the sorting such as: not having to separate clear and brown glass; tin and aluminum cans go in same bin; #1, #2, and #5 plastics can go in same bin; and all cardboard needs to go to the cardboard recycling building just east of the main recycling building.  This new method opens up another bin to use for plastics as that is the one with the most product.  
A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Gunkelman to re-open the Hawley Recycling Center, unmanned, from 8:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m. daily, effective May 6, 2020, with the simplified sorting methods. Ayes: All.

The Hawley Area Fire District's May 13th meeting was rescheduled for May 27th as the stay-at-home order is still in place.

Donnelly announced that per the 05/02/20 Jody Jackson email, the Hawley Rodeo scheduled for June 5-6, 2020 has been cancelled due to the COVID-19 pandemic. The 2021 Hawley Rodeo is scheduled for June 11-12, 2021.

The Hawley Jaycees asked that their temporary liquor license application for the rodeo be withdrawn and removed from the Council agenda.

The Council reviewed the request from the Hawley Roping Club to keep steers at the rodeo grounds. Baer did not see a problem with having the steers on the grounds as long as no events are held at this time.

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Mork to approve the request by the Hawley Roping Club to keep 15 roping steers at the Hawley Rodeo Grounds effective May 5, 2020 to October 15, 2020, contingent on receipt of proof of insurance. Ayes: All. 

Donnelly reported that the city received a request from one of its liquor license holders for a refund of a portion of the liquor license fee as they have been unable to sell alcohol due to the pandemic. Baer stated that many cities have been issuing partial refunds.  The Council reviewed the listing of liquor license holders.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Donnelly to refund 2 months of liquor license fees to all City of Hawley liquor license holders due to the COVID-19 pandemic. Ayes: 4. Abstain: Joy.

The Council reviewed the request from the Hawley Herald for an ad to congratulate the 2020 Hawley High School graduates. It was the feeling of the Council that it would be difficult to justify spending public funds on this type of ad.  Backlund stated that he may be able to run a "DARE" ad using the police restricted funds.

Eldred stated that the COVID-19 pandemic has delayed the census workers and they have not yet come door-to-door in Hawley with a request to fill out the census. To-date, only 38.9% of City of Hawley residents have filled out their census. Residents are urged to complete the census on-line or by phone. Information is included in the May 1st City newsletter.

Jetvig informed the Council that our Motor Vehicle office opened today for processing renewals only. The green spaces of the parks are open but the restrooms and playground equipment are closed.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Donnelly to approve the following consent items:
