HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
MAY 6, 2019

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Monday, May 6, 2019 in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Joy with the following members present: James Joy, Sean Mork, Ben Gunkelman, Jonathan Donnelly and Brad Eldred. Also present were Clerk Treasurer Lisa Jetvig, Public Utilities Superintendent Kevin Berg, Attorney Zenas Baer, Police Chief Joe Backlund, Frank Gross, Paul Skoglund, Alaina Belanger, and Shawn Ellingson.

Clay County Commissioner Frank Gross appeared before the Council with a Clay County update. Among items discussed were the Correctional Facility, Sentence to Serve Program, Jail Ministry Program, Juvenile Center, Social Services, Highway Dept, and Drug Court.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the amended agenda. Ayes: All. 

Baer administered the City of Hawley Police Department Officer Oath of Office to Police Officer Paul Skoglund.  He will be working part time hours for Hawley.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Eldred to table, and send back to committee, the Hawley Schools SRO RFP/School's Counter Proposal. Ayes: All.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Mork to approve the request by the Hawley Booster Club to hold a Street Dance on 6th Street in front of City Hall on Saturday, August 17, 2019 (set up to begin Friday, August 16 after 5:00 p.m.), and to approve their Application and Permit for a Temporary On-Sale Liquor License, contingent on receipt of $50 payment and proof of insurance. Ayes: 4. Abstain: Donnelly. 

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Donnelly to hire Ryan Petersen as Full Time Streets/Parks Assistant on Grade 4, Step 6, at $18.04/hour, as recommended by the Personnel Committee. Ayes: All.   It was noted that Petersen was hired at Step 6 due to his experience.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the Interim Public Works Director job description, as recommended by the Personnel Committee. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the Interim Public Works Lead job description, as recommended by the Personnel Committee. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Mork to approve the Memorandum of Understanding with Kevin Berg for the Interim Public Works Director position on Grade 19, Step 7 at $44.53/hour, effective 05/09/19, as recommended by the Personnel Committee. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Gunkelman to approve the Memorandum of Understanding with Paul Thompson for the Interim Public Works Lead position on Grade 12, Step 6 at $28.74/hour, effective 05/09/19 as recommended by the Personnel Committee. The motion died for lack of a second.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Donnelly to approve the Memorandum of Understanding with Paul Thompson for the Interim Public Works Lead position on Grade 12, Step 7 at $29.62/hour, effective 05/09/19.   A discussion ensued regarding the Step/Wage for the Interim Public Works Lead position.  Thompson submitted a written request asking for a higher wage for this interim position.  Gunkelman stated that he does not see the justification for the change to Step 7 for the interim position.  The motion carried by a vote of Ayes: 4. Nay: Gunkelman.

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Mork to approve $5,000 of the Interim Public Works Director salary coming from City funds, as recommended by the Personnel Committee. Ayes: All.

It was noted that these Interim positions are meant to be for +/- 6 months to see how it works.

Jetvig informed the Council that due to the City of Hawley/Hawley Public Utilities being an electric provider, we are required to annually report to the State of Minnesota any generating facilities, such as wind or solar, within the city, and have a distributed energy resource interconnection process in place. The Council reviewed the Annual Distributed Generation report and Resolution PUC 19-02 Adopting Hawley PUC Distributed Energy Resource Interconnection Process.  Our utility had no qualifying facilities, distributed generation, or interconnection requests during 2018. The policy and forms are on the City website. Information on electric generation is also included in the May City newsletter.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Mork to approve RESOLUTION 19-11 City of Hawley Authorization to Execute Minnesota Department of Transportation Airport Maintenance and Operating Grant Contract. Ayes: All. 

It was noted that the state reimburses 75% of the maintenance/operation costs of the airport, up to $21,570 annually.

Police Chief Backlund informed the Council that the 2019 Ford Police Interceptor SUV that the city ordered thru Muscatell-Burns in 2018 did not get manufactured by Ford.

The Council reviewed the following quotes for a police squad vehicle: $33,581 for a 2019 F150 and $33,250 for a 2020 Ford Explorer from Muscatell-Burns, and $32,942 for a 2019 F150 and $32,958 for a 2020 Ford Explorer from Nelson Auto Center.

Backlund recommended purchasing a Police pickup as there would be uses for the police department to have a pickup, and the resale value on the pickup would be higher.

It was the feeling of the Council that for the small price difference, they would like to stay local. The difference in price would be made up by extra labor costs, in having to pay three officers to go pickup the vehicle and cover the City during that time traveling to Nelson Auto Center in Fergus Falls.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Donnelly to purchase a 2019 Ford F150 pickup for the Hawley Police Department from Muscatell-Burns for $33,581. Ayes: All. 

Mork stated that Clay County has scheduled a 2019 Multi-Hazard Mitigation Plan Update meeting for May 23, 2019 at the Clay County Sheriff's Office from 10:00 a.m. - 12:00 p.m. Joy plans to attend the meeting.

Mork gave an update on the April 22, 2019 Public Informational Meeting on Sidewalks. There were 25 residents present at the meeting. The meeting was held to present information and receive input to assist with the design.  Feed back is critical to allow the City Council to act in the best interest(s) of the entire community.  The City has received $300,000 in State Safe Routes To School (SRTS) Funding that does not require any City match.  Only cost to City is engineering. Property owners will not be assessed for any of the SRTS improvements.  The sidewalks are proposed to be installed in 2021 at the same time as a large infrastructure replacement project.    Some questions/concerns the residents had were, placement of the sidewalks, will trees be removed, and who is responsible for keeping the sidewalks clean. The power point slides from the meeting are on the City website.   Surveying and engineering will be done and then another meeting will be held with the public.

Attorney Baer gave the Council an update on the subdivision of the Shawn Nelson parcel in the northeast corner of the City of Hawley. The provisions of Hawley Township's ordinance itself defers to the jurisdictional reach of the City of Hawley's 2 mile extraterritorial jurisdiction on subdivisions. Baer does not believe that Hawley Township or Clay County had the authority to approve the subdivision. 

Mayor Joy recessed the City Council meeting.

At 6:30 p.m. Mayor Joy called to order the Assessment Public Hearing to consider and possibly adopt an assessment for an unpaid emergency services call.  It was noted that there is no one in attendance regarding this assessment hearing.

Joy reported that the unpaid emergency services bill, in the amount of $75, is for Robert & Rebecca L. Knorr, 803 10th St, for a fire department CO Detector call for a gas leak on 08/19/18.  State Statutes allow 100% assessments to the property of a person(s) receiving Emergency Services in Minnesota. The area proposed to be assessed is lot #56.050.0020 for $75 over 1 year with 4.0 percent interest.

Jetvig stated that if the assessment is approved, the property owner has 30 days to pay off the assessment without interest.

Baer stated that he does not believe there is an appeal process in this situation for an unpaid emergency services call.

Joy called for citizen questions/comments.

It was noted that there were no written comments/appeals received.

Baer stated that State Statutes and City of Hawley Codes Chapter 4, Section 4-4-1allow assessments of unpaid emergency services by filing notice with the County Auditor to assess the charge against the property.

Joy again called for citizen questions/comments.

Joy closed the public hearing.

Joy reconvened the City Council meeting.

Baer believes the subdivision of the Shawn Nelson parcel in the northeast corner of the City of Hawley was an improper subdivision. Baer recommends that the city seek reversal of the approval by pointing out the lack of jurisdictional authority to do so.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Mork directing Attorney Baer to continue working with Clay County regarding the reversal of the subdivision of the parcel in the northeast corner of the City of Hawley. Ayes: All.

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Mork to approve the request by the Hawley Fire Department to close Front Street, between 6th and Hobart, on Saturday June 8, 2019 from 11:00 a.m. - 2:00 p.m. for the annual Jr. Firefighter event. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Eldred to approve the Waiver of Liability and Indemnity Agreement with the Hawley Roping Club for use of the Rodeo grounds effective April 1, 2019 through March 31, 2020. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Mork to approve the request from the Hawley Roping Club to keep 10-15 roping steers at the Hawley Rodeo Grounds starting May 1, 2019 to October 15, 2019. Ayes: All. 

Shawn Ellingson informed the Council that he plans to sponsor a Hawley Rodeo Car and Tractor Show on Saturday, June 8, 2019 from 8:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. He is requesting the use of the entire grassy area and the parking lot area of City Hall for the show.  The Council was pleased to see this event being held again.

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Eldred to approve the request from Shawn Ellingson to use the city property adjacent to the water tower and city hall for the Hawley Rodeo Car and Tractor Show on Saturday, June 8, 2019. Ayes: All. 

Donnelly stated that the 2019 City Street Crack Filling & Seal Coating Project on the eastern third of the city and 15th Street is scheduled to begin May 9th or 10th.

Jetvig informed the Council that the resident at 510 9th Street has a water service line leak. The line is galvanized and needs to be replaced. The cost of the repair is the property owners’ responsibility. She has petitioned the city for Improvements & Waiver of Irregularity & Appeal up to $5,000 costs (asking City to repair & then assess costs to property taxes over 10 years). The interest rate being proposed is 3% which is what has been charged in the past.

A motion was made by Eldred, seconded by Gunkelman to approve RESOLUTION 19-10 Ordering Improvement - Water Service Line. Ayes: All. 

Eldred stated that Clay County has Wheelage Tax funds available to cities within Clay County to be used for construction or maintenance projects on city streets. The City of Hawley has $54,922.61 available. It was discussed that the city plans to use these funds for the 2021 street improvements project.

Eldred stated that the 2019 Spring Clean-Up Day is May 16th for Thursday garbage customers and May 20th for Monday garbage customers. Details were included in the May City newsletter.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the following consent items:
