HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
JUNE 17, 2019

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Monday, June 17, 2019 in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Joy with the following members present: James Joy, Sean Mork, Jonathan Donnelly and Brad Eldred. Absent: Ben Gunkelman. Also present were Clerk Treasurer Lisa Jetvig, Police Chief Joe Backlund, Public Works Director Kevin Berg, Frank Gross, and Lynn Foss.

A motion was made by Eldred, seconded by Donnelly to approve the amended agenda. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Mork to approve Night to Unite 2019 Proclamation. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

It was noted that Night to Unite will be held on August 6, 2019 from 5:00 - 8:00 p.m. at Westgate Park.  The community is invited to attend.

The Council reviewed the 06/04/19 e-mail from Bill Schultz regarding the Employee Health Insurance July 1, 2019 renewal. Medica's 14.9% rate increase is higher than all other carriers in our region, however Medica continues to have the lowest rates (the rate difference between carriers now has narrowed considerably). The deductible increase to $3,850 (from $3,600 for single coverage) is consistent with all other carriers in our market. Schultz's recommendation is to renew with Medica.

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Eldred to renew the Medica Passport Silver HSA Employee Health Insurance, effective July 1, 2019. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

Jetvig informed the Council that with the change in employees and a couple employees changing from family to single coverage, we should be well under budget for health insurance. The Council will discuss the level of HSA funding during their 2020 budget meetings.

The Council reviewed the information from the Minnesota State Demographic Center stating that the City of Hawley April 1, 2018 population estimate is 2,236 and  household estimate is 939.

Police Chief Backlund appeared before the Council regarding new door locks for the Police Department. Backlund stated that with new locks they will have better control of who has access to the building. The expenditure was previously approved as part of the Police Department 2019 budget. The quote from Curt's Lock & Key was approximately $4,000. Backlund will get 2 more quotes for the door locks.

At 5:45 p.m. Mayor Joy opened the Public Hearing on the City of Hawley Wellhead Protection Plan with Teri Osterman, Mn Rural Water Assn., in attendance.

Osterman was hired by the City of Hawley to assist with the preparation of the plan. Osterman informed the Council that the Wellhead Protection Plan is a federal mandate that is enforced by the Minnesota Department of Health. The plan needs to be updated every 10 years.  Osterman informed the Council that the City of Hawley's wells are considered low vulnerability. The only thing that could penetrate the aquifers is other private wells.

It was discussed that after this Public Hearing is closed, the Council can adopt the Wellhead Protection Plan. Once approved, the plan is sent to the Mn Department of Health and they have 60 days to review the plan.

Joy called for Council questions/comments.

Joy called for citizen questions/comments.

It was noted that there were no written or verbal questions/comments received by the City.

Joy made a final call for questions/comments.

At 5:50 p.m. Joy closed the City of Hawley Wellhead Protection Plan Public Hearing.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Mork to adopt the April 2019 City of Hawley Wellhead Protection Plan. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

The Council reviewed the information regarding a grant application through PartnerSHIP 4 Health for the installation of a bike repair station in Westgate Park. The grant would cover the cost of the equipment ($1,300). The cost share to the city would be for the cement and the labor. The Park Board has discussed the installation of a bike repair station as a potential project.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Donnelly to approve the Partnership 4 Health grant application for a bike repair station in Westgate Park. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

Donnelly stated that the seal coat project has been completed. The otta seal project on 15th Street and Maple Street is scheduled to begin the end of June.

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Mork to approve Partial Payment #2 in the amount of $98,939.69 to Sellin Brothers, Inc., and Moore Engineering Invoice #21167 in the amount of $4,691.00 for the 2019 Sealcoat, Crack Seal and Otta Seal Improvements project, as recommended by Moore Engineering, Inc. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.

Berg informed the Council that there is a safety concern regarding the sidewalk and handicap ramp at the Hawley Sanford Clinic. The Council reviewed the quote from Moltzan Concrete, LLC. It was discussed that the removal of the old shed concrete pad for $1,000 does not need to be completed. Berg stated that he asked for quotes from other concrete companies but they did not respond.

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Eldred to approve the quote from Moltzan Concrete LLC for $4,650 (removing the $1,000 for remove old shed pad) to repair the sidewalk/handicap ramp at the Sanford Clinic building. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Eldred to approve the quote from Curt's Lock & Key Service in the amount of $1,855 to install new timed door locks at the recycling center. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

It was noted that the new locks will be time locked – to allow the buildings to be open during the proper times without requiring a staff person to be present.    This is the same locking system used at Westgate Park. 

It was discussed that the sanitary sewer lift station pump is starting to leak at the Riverview trailer court lift station.

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Mork to approve the quote from Electric Pump in the amount of $2,905.10 to repair the lift station in Riverview Acres trailer court. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.

Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.

A motion was made by Eldred, seconded by Mork to approve City of Hawley RESOLUTION 19-15 Designating Committed Funds. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

It was discussed that these funds received as a park donation are being transferred from a CD into the Park Board Sinking Fund Investment Savings.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Eldred to approve the following consent items:
