HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
JUNE 3, 2019

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Monday, June 3, 2019 in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Joy with the following members present: James Joy, Sean Mork, Jonathan Donnelly, and Brad Eldred. Absent: Ben Gunkelman. Also present were Clerk Treasurer Lisa Jetvig, Attorney Zenas Baer, Police Chief Joe Backlund, Public Works Director Kevin Berg and Public Works Lead Paul Thompson.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Donnelly to approve the amended agenda. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.

Joy informed the Council that HERT, Inc. is requesting approval of their annual 5 K Walk/Run for Saturday, June 8th using the same route as last year. Police Chief Backlund sees no problems with the run.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Mork to approve the HERT 5 K Walk/Run for Saturday, June 8, 2019 beginning at 9:00 a.m., with the same route as in 2018. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.

Joy updated the Council on the Clay County Multi-Hazard Mitigation Plan meeting. Backlund stated that he believes Clay County is working towards getting a grant for the development of the plan.

Joy gave the Council an update on the May 23rd Airport Commission meeting. Among items discussed were the paying back of federal entitlement funds, the long term plan for the airport, maintenance to the fuel system, and there is 1 hangar vacancy at the airport.

Mork informed the Council that the Hawley Area Emergency Response District and Fire District meetings are scheduled for July 17th.

Mork gave an update on the May 22nd Hawley Economic Development Authority Advisors meeting. The WCI Fund Balance Sheet shows $62,513.12 in the General Fund and $81,674.07 in the Pool Fund. The EDA Advisors approved motions to recommend that WCI reimburse the Hawley Schools for $21,536.57 (as requested by the school) for 2017 pool expenses, and $21,536.57 (the school request was for $28,171.56) for 2018 pool expenses.

The Council had a lengthy discussion regarding the pool. The city has been voluntarily donating $20,000 per year to the WCI Pool Fund to be used for pool expenses. The Hawley Public Utilities also supplements the pool with lower utility rates. It was questioned how much funding the school provides for the pool.

The EDA Advisors approved a motion to continue operating the Hawley Downtown Business Center through the end of 2020. There are currently 4 renters in the center.

Other items discussed at the EDA Advisors meeting were the sale of the EDA lot at 314 Main Street, housing abatements, and the proposal received from an Independent Contractor, Schwart, for a 5 month period to assist the City of Hawley with Economic Development Marketing. The Council will invite Schwartz to attend the Council Committee of the Whole meeting on June 17th.

A motion was made by Eldred, seconded by Donnelly to approve the Clay County Maintenance Agreement for the city's gravel streets at $756.00 per mile from July 1, 2019 - June 30, 2020. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

Eldred stated that dust control will be applied by Knife River to the ballfields/rodeo grounds area and 8th Street South.

The Council reviewed the Minor Subdivision request by Elroy Rodke for his property south of Highway 10 on 220th Street. This property is within the City of Hawley's 2 mile extraterritorial jurisdiction for subdivisions. Baer stated that the subdivision request is being made for estate planning.

A motion was made by Eldred, seconded by Mork to approve the Application for Minor Subdivision Permit - Extraterritorial submitted by Elroy Rodke for property on 220th Street South. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

Donnelly reported that the 2019 Seal Coat project has been completed. The Otta Seal project is scheduled to begin in late June. The existing gravel on 15th Street took a hit related to the frost heaving this year, which may have an impact on the amount of material that needs to be brought in. It was noted that Maple Street has been added to the Otta Seal project. Information on the Otta seal project is included in the June city newsletter.

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Mork to approve Change Order No. 1 to the 2019 Seal Coat, Crack Seal, and Otta Seal Improvements project. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]The Council reviewed the City of Hawley June Newsletter. Among items included are mosquito spraying, 5th Street gas main replacement project, the Hawley 2018 Drinking Water Report, and Rodeo fest schedule of events. The Council encouraged the public to attend the Rodeo fest events.

Eldred stated that on Friday, June 7th from 5:30 a.m. to 9:00 a.m. Froggy 99.9 will be broadcasting live from the Hawley Fire Hall. The Hawley Fire Department will be serving breakfast, and REACH will be accepting canned goods. The public is invited to attend.

The Council reviewed the May 10, 2019 letter from the U.S. Census Bureau regarding the 2020 Census New Construction Program. The program provides local governments the opportunity to update the Census Bureau's residential address list with living quarters for which construction is in progress during or after March 1, 2018 and completion is expected by Census Day, April 1, 2020.

A motion was made by Eldred, seconded by Mork to participate in the 2020 Census New Construction Program. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.
