HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
JULY 15, 2019

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Monday, July 15, 2019 in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Joy with the following members present: James Joy, Ben Gunkelman and Brad Eldred. Absent: Sean Mork and Jonathan Donnelly. Also present were Clerk Treasurer Lisa Jetvig, Attorney Zenas Baer, Engineer Tyson Hajicek, and Police Chief Joe Backlund.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Eldred to approve the amended agenda. Ayes: 3. Absent: 2.

Joy informed the Council that when BNSF made improvements to their railroad crossings on 5th and 6th Streets, they raised the tracks and roadway causing issues with the 6 of the city's storm water inlets, sidewalks, and curbing.  This work was done by BNRR crews between June 20 & 26.

Engineer Hajicek stated that the BNSF improvements to the rail and decking created deficiencies to the surface drainage, ADA deficiencies and general safety concerns for pedestrians and motorists. In order to correct the deficiencies created, it is proposed to remove the concrete sidewalk, bituminous overlay that is on the sidewalk, and curb & gutter to facilitate installation of new catch basins that will allow the storm water to be collected and not pond on the streets. Additionally, the curb lines and sidewalk will be established to provide for a uniform ADA compliant walking surface and correct the damaged sidewalk panels. The estimated cost of the project is $123,000.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Gunkelman directing Engineer Hajicek to work with Attorney Baer in drafting a letter to the BNSF claims department with an estimate of the corrective costs requesting that they reimburse the City for the costs associated with correcting the deficiencies caused by the BNSF railroad crossing improvements on 5th and 6th Streets. Ayes: 3. Absent: 2.

Joy reported on the July 11th crash at the Hawley Airport where the pilot lost his life. Staff closed the runway and reported the incident to the proper authorities. Joy thanked the Hawley Police Department, Clay County Sheriff's Office, Hawley Fire Department and H.E.R.T., Inc. for responding to the call.  The Sheriff’s office is the lead agency as the airport is outside of the City limits.

Hajicek gave the Council a report on the proposed Phase 3 Street & Utility Improvements project. The project is proposed to be completed in 2021 and have the Safe Routes to School and Heartland Trail projects included. The project is proposed to be funded through special assessments, Drinking Water & Clean Water Revolving Fund loans, SRTS grant, water fund revenues, sanitary sewer fund revenues, storm water utility fund revenues, city share, and Clay County participation in portions of the project.

Baer questioned what portion of the project will be special assessed. Special assessments are limited to the amount of increase in value to the property. Hajicek stated that the City policy is to levy an assessment to property owners adjacent to the street work for just a portion of the roadway improvements.

It is proposed to have the engineer complete survey work (to include the entire street right-of-way with boulevard areas) in all the Phase 3 areas and the proposed SRTS paths.  This will allow for design of the work, allow the Council to study layouts and options, and to give more firm cost estimates based upon current conditions.

Hajicek stated that completing a feasibility report will allow us to start the special assessment process, set up a firm project schedule and update project costs associated with the project.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Eldred authorizing Engineer Hajicek to proceed with the preliminary engineering/feasibility reports, topographic survey, and televising the affected sanitary sewer and storm sewer lines for the proposed Phase 3 Street & Utility Improvements projects as proposed. Ayes: 3. Absent: 2. 

Hajicek informed the Council that he will be meeting on-site with the contractor for the Otta Seal project this week. They hope to begin the project next week. The street will need to be closed for a few days. Signs will be put up and the closing will be posted on the City's website and Facebook page.

The Council reviewed the City of Hawley Equipment - Hours/Miles report as prepared by Public Works Director Berg.  Gunkelman commented that this will be used in preparing budgets.

Gunkelman gave the Council a Park Board update. The Park Board will have a booth at Night to Unite on August 6th in Westgate Park. There is a City Map Highlighting the location of the Parks and a Parks Survey included in the August City Newsletter.  The Park Board is looking for citizen input and will be having a door prize drawing at Night to Unite for those who complete the survey and turn it in.
A motion was made by Eldred, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the Waiver of Liability and Indemnity Agreement with Hawley Lutheran Church for a Summer Blast Discovery Horse Camp at the Hawley Rodeo Grounds on July 15-18, 2019. Ayes: 3. Absent: 2.

A motion was made by Eldred, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the City of Hawley Complaint/Concern Policy July 2019, with a change to PROCEDURE 1. to read "The City Clerk Treasurer will forward a completed Citizen Complaint Form to the appropriate department head and to the City Council for determination of what, if any, action shall be taken". Ayes: 3. Absent: 2.   This new policy and form will be available on the City website and at City Hall.  

Eldred announced that the Hawley Recycling Center is now open 7 days a week from 8:30 a.m. to 8:00 p.m. for self sort recycling. Residents are asked to be respectful and use the facilities appropriately.

Eldred informed the Council that the Hawley Elevator has a parcel of land that is on both sides of 5th Street. They would like to split the parcel into two parcels – a Minor Subdivision.  All appropriate paperwork and fees have been submitted. 

A motion was made by Eldred, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the City of Hawley Application for Minor Subdivision Permit submitted by the Hawley Coop Elevator Co for 315 5th Street Parcel Number 56.065.0290. Ayes: 3. Absent: 2.

Eldred informed the Council that the Hawley Area Emergency Response District and Hawley Area Fire District meetings are scheduled for July 17, 2019 beginning at 7:00 p.m.

A motion was made by Eldred, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the following consent items:

The city has $17,000 in the vector control budget for 2019 and has purchased approximately $11,000 of chemicals.
