HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
AUGUST 10, 2020

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Monday, August 10, 2020 in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Joy with the following members present: James Joy, Sean Mork, Ben Gunkelman, Brad Eldred and David Asleson. Also present were Clerk Treasurer Lisa Jetvig, Attorney Zenas Baer, Public Works Director Kevin Berg, Police Chief Joe Backlund, Police Officer Scott Steer, Police Officer Cody Peterson, Liquor Store Manager Michael Friesen, Paul Peterson, Sandra Peterson, Brenda Peterson and Marissa Marudas.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Eldred to approve the amended agenda. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Eldred to approve City of Hawley RESOLUTION NO. 20-22 Resolution Setting Additional Appointments to Boards & Commissions. Ayes: All. 

Baer administered the City of Hawley Police Department Officer Oath of Office to new Officer Cody Peterson. He received applause from those present and the Council welcomed Peterson to the City of Hawley.  Peterson started on August 1, 2020 and he is currently in training.

Joy stated that there is an EDA/EDA Advisors meeting scheduled for Wednesday, August 12th at 3:30 p.m. The EDA is looking for Hawley residents and business owners willing to share their stories to promote Hawley.

Friesen gave the Council a liquor store update. Year to date sales through July are up 24% ($171,000). Predictions in the industry are that sales will continue to be strong for off-sale through 2021 and possibly beyond due to COVID concerns. Product availability could be an issue for some products due to a packaging materials shortage due to supply chain problems.  These issues are attributed to COVID.  

Mork reported that the bids for the Fire Hall Partial Demolition and New Addition project are due back by August 31, 2020 at 4:30 p.m.

A brief discussion ensued regarding mosquito spraying. Staff was directed to get a bid(s) for a one-time aerial spraying application over the entire City limits.

Gunkelman gave an update on the Phase 3 project Public Hearing held on August 5th. The engineers gave a power point presentation and provided a handout on the project. There were 8 citizens in attendance with no one being opposed to the project. It was noted that Hawley Senior Living may want to make some improvements to their property to fix storm water drainage issues as a tie in to the Phase 3 project at their expense.

Gunkelman stated that the Council took official action at the Public Hearing to Order the Phase 3 Improvement & Preparation of Plans and Specifications for the project. The engineer will bring the plans back to the Council for review, approval, and authorization to go out to bid in the next few months.

Gunkelman gave an update on the informational meeting held on August 5th regarding the Safe Routes to School & 5th Street Sidewalks project. There were 4 citizens in attendance.  No one was opposed to the project.  

Gunkelman reported that the 15th Street repairs and seal coating have been completed. All the road closed signage will be removed.  This will fully open up 15th Street to traffic that complies with the 5-ton weight limit per axel.  Gunkelman asked that the weight limits be enforced.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Eldred to initiate Zoning Ordinance Amendment PROPOSED Ordinance #282, Adding a Conditional Use in C-2 Highway Commercial Zoning District for High Density Multiple-Family Apartment Dwellings with Multiple Principal Structures on One Lot. Ayes: All.

Gunkelman informed the Council that the Planning Commission will be Calling for a Public Hearing on this Zoning Amendment/Proposed Ordinance #282. 

Eldred reported that the first day of citywide residential garbage pickup with the new Totes was August 6th. Fuchs Sanitation had extra staff in town putting messages on Totes that were not used quite right in an effort to get everyone informed. Fuchs reported that overall it went very well.

Eldred stated that the State Primary Election is August 11th. The polls will be open from 7:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m. at the Hawley Community Center.

It was noted that the Affidavit to file for City Elections is open through tomorrow, August 11th at 5:00 p.m. at City Hall.

Asleson reported that the city has received Petitions for Improvements from Shawn and Teresa Nelson (35% of property owners) and two from Hawley School District #150 (100% of property owners).

A motion was made by Asleson, seconded by Mork to approve RESOLUTION NO. 20-23 Resolution Declaring Adequacy of Petition and Ordering Preparation of Report Elizabeth Street Extension - Water & Sanitary Sewer Main & Street Extension. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Asleson, seconded by Eldred to approve RESOLUTION NO. 20-24 Resolution Declaring Adequacy of Petition and Ordering Preparation of Report School District #150 Elementary Water Service Line. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Asleson, seconded by Mork to approve RESOLUTION NO. 20-25 Resolution Declaring Adequacy of Petition and Ordering Preparation of Report School District #150 Student Drop Off Loop off of 9th Street. Ayes: All.

The motion carried by a vote of Ayes: All.

Eldred stated that he would like to see the motor vehicle department (Deputy Registrar) be under the control of the City Council rather than the Public Utilities Commission, as has been discussed by the Council at Council Retreat meetings. Mork stated that the motor vehicle is more of a service that we provide than a utility.

Baer informed the Council that it would require an amendment to the ordinance to change the entity that is responsible for the enterprise fund.

A motion was made by Eldred, seconded by Mork directing Attorney Baer to prepare an amendment to the ordinance to change the responsibility of the Deputy Registrar fund from the Public Utilities Commission to the City Council. Ayes: All.

There being no further business at 6:15 p.m. it was moved by Gunkelman, seconded by Mork that the meeting be adjourned. Ayes: All. 
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
