HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
AUGUST 19, 2019

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Monday, August 19, 2019 in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Joy with the following members present: James Joy, Ben Gunkelman, Jonathan Donnelly and Brad Eldred. Absent: Sean Mork. Also present were: Clerk Treasurer Lisa Jetvig, Police Chief Joe Backlund, Engineer Tyson Hajicek, Engineer Cavin Berube, Public Works Director Kevin Berg and Public Works Lead Paul Thompson.

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the amended agenda. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.

Backlund gave the Council a Night to Unite update. There was an excellent turn out for the event and everything ran smoothly. Backlund thanked the donors for their generous monetary and in-kind donations to the event. The Council thanked the police department for sponsoring the event.  It was noted that Backlund won the Sheriff's/Chiefs burger cook-off this year.

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Eldred to approve RESOLUTION 19-17 Accepting Donations. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

Joy updated the Council on the League of Minnesota Cities City group meeting held on August 14th. Among items discussed were the railroad crossing issues in Hawley and Red River Regional Dispatch.

Joy gave the Council a Public Utilities Commission update. The PUC has received a natural gas extension request from a resident outside the city limits. It was discussed that a policy needs to be adopted for the extension of natural gas outside the city limits. Staff is looking for sample policies from other cities. Also a meeting would have to be held with the township and the county before the city could extend natural gas outside the city limits. Among other items discussed by the PUC were franchise fees and the purchase of natural gas and electric meters.

Police Chief Backlund informed the Council that the garage at the police station gets water when it rains. The Council reviewed the quote of $1,300 from Buffalo River Excavating for site work. Backlund stated that Sellin Brothers did not get him a bid this year but he had received a bid from them last year to do more extensive work for approximately $7,200.
A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the quote from Buffalo River Excavating LLC in the amount of $1,300 for dirt/drainage work around the Hawley police department. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.

Engineer Hajicek gave the Council an update on the Otta Seal project. The contractor should be completing the sweeping and the shoulder work this week. It was discussed that the Otta seal will not hold up like a city street. It is a less expensive way to lessen maintenance (no blading), keep water off the road and for dust control. It would be better for the road if it was limited to traditional residential style traffic.

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Gunkelman to sign and enforce 15th Street as a 5 ton street. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.

The Council reviewed the City of Hawley Equipment - Hours/Miles report.

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Gunkelman to accept the August 5, 2019 letter of resignation from Stacey Blomseth from her position of Part-Time Liquor Store Clerk. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.   The Council thanked Blomseth for her service to the city.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Donnelly to approve the City of Hawley Application for Minor Subdivision Permit - Extraterritorial submitted by West Central Ag Services for Parcel No. 56-065-0260, Lot 3, Block 3 (West Central Ag Services) and Nly part of Lot 1, Block 4 (Hawley Elevator Company), Burlington Park. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.

It was noted that the subdivision was requested to separate the parcels on opposite sides of the street, as they were intended so each company can use their own property.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Donnelly to approve the Application for Minor Subdivision Permit - Extraterritorial submitted by Paul Rodke for 1480 220th Street S. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.    

The subdivision will return the Homestead Tract 1 to original, and join Tracts 5 & 6 and create a new parcel.

The Council reviewed the following quotes for a Controlled Access System for the Hawley Police Department: The Lockshop for $4,370.02, Curt's Lock & Key Service for $4,242.03, and Lynn Johnson Lock & Key Service for $7,501.72. The Curt's Lock & Key quote may have additional costs for networking and other possible components to complete the job. It was noted that there are funds in the police department budget for the system.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Eldred to approve the quote from The Lockshop in the amount of $4,370.02 for a Controlled Access System at the Hawley Police Department, as recommended by Police Chief Backlund. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.

A lengthy discussion ensued regarding School Zone speed limit changes. The Council reviewed the street recommendations from Chief Backlund of the busiest traffic areas.

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Eldred to designate School Zones with the speed limit of 15 mph when the lights are flashing for the following areas: 6th Street north 5 blocks from Hartford St; 7th St north 3 blocks from Hartford St; 8th St between Joseph St & Elizabeth St; 9th St between Joseph St & Reno St; Joseph St between 9th & 5th St; Elizabeth St 1 block east and 1 block west of the school; and Reno St 2 blocks east of the school. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

The Council reviewed the August 1, 2019 letter from Forterra inviting the Councilmembers to their manufacturing facility in Hawley for a tour from 2:00 p.m. until 3:30 p.m. on August 22nd during National Concrete Pipe Week.

Eldred informed the Council and the public that, per the Minnesota State Demographic Center, U.S. Census Bureau workers have begun address canvassing for the 2020 Census. Each temporary  Census employee will have an official identification card with the employees name, picture, and expiration date.

Eldred reported that the Council has been working on the 2020 budget and meeting with Department Heads. They need to have the preliminary budget and levy set by September 30th.

A motion was made by Gunkelman, seconded by Eldred to approve the following consent items:
