HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
AUGUST 5, 2019

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Monday, August 5, 2019 in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Joy with the following members present: James Joy, Sean Mork, Ben Gunkelman, Jonathan Donnelly and Brad Eldred. Also present were Clerk Treasurer Lisa Jetvig, Attorney Zenas Baer, Public Works Lead Paul Thompson, Engineer Tyson Hajicek, Engineer Cavin Berube, Lynae Schenck, Evan Schenck, Will Egenes, Heather Egenes, Jim Johanson, Kelly Bisek and Jack Bisek.

It was noted that some members of Hawley Boy Scout Troop 656 are in attendance working towards their Eagle Scout badge.  Boy Scout Will Egenes asked the Council what are some of the biggest challenges the Council has to deal with. The Council replied that taxes, assessments and budgeting are some of their biggest challenges as they are dealing with public funds.  Boy Scout Evan Schenck asked if there is anything youth can do to help the City with their challenges. The Council replied that Park Board projects, such as planting trees, are things youth could assist with. It was discussed that there have been several Eagle Scout projects completed in the City. Volunteerism is important to the community.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the amended agenda. Ayes: All.

Joy invited everyone to attend the 11th Annual Night to Unite on Tuesday, August 6, 2019 from 5:00 - 8:00 p.m. in Westgate Park.

Engineer Hajicek informed the Council that it doesn't appear any permits would be needed from the MN DNR, MPCA, Buffalo-Red River Watershed District or Clay County to re-open the Hawley Lake swimming area. Moore is still looking into any environmental health criteria for swimming from Clay County as the county regulates public swimming pools for clarity, but it is unclear if they would have authority over this type of a swimming area.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Gunkelman to table the "Opening up FT Police Officer Position & Advertising" agenda item. Ayes: All.

Engineer Hajicek gave the Council an Otta Seal update. The Otta Seal will extend about 150' beyond Nature Lane and will be applied as a 24' wide roadway. The 15th Street subgrade was soft in areas and required a subcut in three bad areas. The total volume of cut from the existing surface was 1369 cubic yards. The salvage quantity of class 5 was in poor condition due to the heaving and frost boils from this past winter. He reported that the Otta Seal project should be completed by this Friday.

Hajicek updated the Council on the Phase 3/Safe Routes to School  project. He is working on a schedule for completing the topographic survey and is verifying that locating the utilities can be done in unison with the survey. Once the survey is completed of the manholes and inlets, Moore will work on a televising map and get quotes for the televising of the sanitary sewer and storm sewer.

Donnelly informed the Council that the sidewalk repair at the clinic has been completed by Moltzan Concrete LLC. The project came in $100 under the quote.

The Council reviewed the memo (including quotes from Key Contracting) and pictures from Public Works Director Kevin Berg regarding storm sewer repair work: Sunset Blvd & Joseph Street for $2,500 - $3,000, Westgate Circle & Hartford Street for $4,500 - $5,000, Sunset Blvd & Hartford Street for $4,000 - $5,000, and Jetvig Blvd for 3 sanitary manholes at  $1,500 - $2,000 each. Joy stated that he believes there are other areas in town that are just as bad or worse than these areas.

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Mork to approve the quotes from Key Contracting for storm sewer repairs up to $19,500, as recommended by Public Works Director Berg. Ayes: All. 

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Eldred to approve the Application and Permit for a 1 Day to 4 Day Temporary On-Sale Liquor License submitted by the Hawley Jaycees for September 28, 2019 at the Hawley Community Building. Ayes: All. 

Gunkelman gave the Council a Heartland Trail update. The Clay/Becker groups are going to try to get a joint funding request for the Heartland Trail in the 2020 bonding bill as follows: "$4,200,000 is appropriated for the following Heartland State Trail efforts: completion of Heartland Trail construction from Becker County Highway  10 to Frazee; preliminary engineering, final design and land acquisition of the Heartland Trail from Moorhead to Hawley; preliminary engineering, final design and acquisition of the Heartland Trail from Park Rapids to Osage; preliminary alignment design from Osage to Frazee and from Detroit Lakes to Hawley".

Gunkelman updated the Council on the meeting with MetroCOG regarding the City of Hawley Zoning & Subdivision Ordinance update. The proposed new residential zoning districts are Agricultural (AG), Suburban Residential (SR), Traditional Residential (TR), Multiple-Family Residential (MR), and Manufactured Home Park (MHP).

Gunkelman stated that there was a Hawley Parks Survey in the August City newsletter. The Park Board will have a booth at the Night to Unite event where surveys will also be available. Residents are encouraged to fill out and return the survey for a chance to win door prizes, which will be drawn for at 7:30 p.m. at Night to Unite.

Mork gave the Council an update on the 07/17/19 Emergency Response District meeting. HERT, Inc. has had 171 calls year to date as of June 30, 2019. They are in need of new members. Mork thanked the area businesses that allow the first responders to take calls during the work day. The Hawley Area Response District is in year 1 of a 5 year contract with HERT, Inc. at $55,000 per year. These funds are for operational expenses. HERT reported that their vehicles are old and they have nothing saved for a facility.

Mork updated the Council on the 07/17/19 Fire District meeting. The fire department is fully staffed at 26 members. They probably won't get the new truck chassis until 2020. The Fire District received a $7,500 donation from the Hawley Fireman's Relief Association. Discussion was held on the proposed new fire hall. Hawley Township was asked to have a revised Agreement to all entities by August 30.

Jetvig informed the Council that due to a decrease in Forterra's property valuation last year there were not enough tax proceeds in the bond fund to make the bond payment. The city gave them a 3 year note for $8,980. This year there are enough funds from their property taxes to pay off the note.

A motion was made by Mork, seconded by Gunkelman to authorize payoff of the Forterra TIF Interfund Loan for $9,339.20. Ayes: All.

A motion was made by Eldred, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the Release and Indemnification Agreement City of Hawley, Minnesota with the Hawley Community Club for September 21, 2019 for use of the Hawley Rodeo Grounds for their Fall Festival, contingent on receipt of proof of insurance. Ayes: All.

The Council reviewed the 07/26/19 letter from Rev. David Lysaker stating that Pastor Tom Olson and a group of area Lutheran pastors want to rent his tent for meetings on September 20, 21, 25, 27, & 28 at the Hawley Rodeo Grounds. Lysaker will carry the $1,000,000 liability insurance on the tent.

[bookmark: _GoBack]A motion was made by Eldred, seconded by Donnelly to approve the Release and Indemnification Agreement City of Hawley, Minnesota for the Hawley Lutheran Tent Meetings at the Hawley Rodeo Grounds from September 18 - September 29, 2019, contingent on signed Indemnification Agreement from the Event Sponsor and receipt of proof of insurance. Ayes: All.

A motion was made by Eldred, seconded by Gunkelman to hire David Drown Associates, Inc. to assist the City of Hawley with our Municipal Bond Continuing Disclosure reporting for 2019 at a cost of $2,750 plus the cost of a Clay County Auditor's Certificate. Ayes: All. 

Baer noted that he believes it is a very reasonable, judicious decision by the Council to have DDA assist with the required bond disclosure reporting.

A motion was made by Eldred, seconded by Donnelly to approve the Sign Permit submitted by the Hawley Jaycees to place a portable sign for the Jaycees Stag on the City owned lot west of the liquor store from September 9, 2019 through September 28, 2019. Ayes: All.

A motion was made by Eldred, seconded by Mork to approve the Sign Permit submitted by the Hawley Booster Club to place a portable sign for their Street Dance on the City owned lot west of the liquor store from August 1, 2019 through August 15, 2019, and a portable sign for their Golf Tournament on the City owned land east of the Buffalo River from August 8, 2019 through August 22, 2019. Ayes: All. 

It was discussed that the Otta Seal on 15th Street will deteriorate quickly as a 10 ton street.

A motion was made by Eldred, seconded by Mork to sign 15th Street as a 7 ton street. Ayes: All.
