HAWLEY CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
SEPTEMBER 3, 2019

The regularly scheduled semi-monthly meeting of the Hawley City Council was held on Tuesday, September 3, 2019 in the City Council Chambers. The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Joy with the following members present: James Joy, Ben Gunkelman, Jonathan Donnelly and Brad Eldred. Absent: Sean Mork. Also present were Clerk Treasurer Lisa Jetvig, Attorney Zenas Baer, and Police Chief Joe Backlund.

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the amended agenda. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Donnelly to approve RESOLUTION 19-17 Accepting Donations, Approving Expenses & Budget Adjustments 2019 Night to Unite. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

The Council thanked the businesses for their Night to Unite donations.

Police Chief Backlund appeared before the Council requesting that they open a Full Time Police Officer position and promote Part-Time Officer Paul Skoglund to the position. Backlund stated that with Officer Steer starting his position as the School Resource Officer (SRO), hiring a 5th full time officer would enable the police department to continue the police patrol coverage that the city has had. The department would have no part-time officers.

It was questioned if the city can fund a 5th full time police officer if the school does not renew the SRO contract after the current 1 year contract expires. Backlund stated that with the potential pay down of the building loan, funds that have been in the budget for part time officers, and adjusting the funds in other line items such as vehicle, he is confident the cost of a 5th full time officer can be funded in the police department budget.

A motion was made by Eldred, seconded by Joy to open a Full Time Police Officer position, and offer to promote Part-Time Officer Paul Skoglund to fill the position. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.

Joy gave the Council an update on the Forterra tour. Forterra builds 266 12" concrete culverts a day, six days a week, plus other larger sizes. They have increased the size of their storage yard and have 40-50 employees.  It is an impressive facility that turns our County’s natural resource of gravel into finished concrete pipe that is used all over the region.

The Council reviewed the 07/31/19 memo from the League of Minnesota Cities stating that Representative Paul Marquart has been selected as a League of Minnesota Cities Legislator of Distinction for 2019.

Joy informed the Council that there is water in the basement at the Community Center. The Council reviewed the quote from Innovative Basement Systems to install ports to be able to flush out the iron buildup for $1,375.  This is the company that installed the system originally.  Once completed, city staff should be able to periodically clean it out to prevent the system from getting plugged. There are funds in the Community Center budget.

A motion was made by Joy, seconded by Donnelly to approve the quote from Innovative Basement Systems, in the amount of $1,375, to install 10 clean out ports at the Community Center to be able to flush out the iron buildup so the water will drain. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

Police Chief Backlund appeared before the Council regarding School Zone signage. Backlund has met with the school. He is recommending flashing light signage at Joseph & 9th Street, Hartford & 7th Street, and 6th Street by the Preschool, and additional school zone signage at Reno & 6th Street, Hartford & 8th Street, and on Reno Street going to the football field entrance. This signage would cost approximately $6,700. When the lights are flashing, the speed limit would be 15 mph.

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Gunkelman to approve the School Zone signage as recommended by Police Chief Backlund, at a cost of $6,700. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.

The Council reviewed the 09/03/19 memo from Moore Engineering, Inc. A discussion ensued regarding the Otta Seal project. The engineer will do a walkthrough to compile a punch list and review areas that need to be addressed.

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Gunkelman to approve City of Hawley RESOLUTION 19-18 Approving Liquor Store Write-Offs. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.

Gunkelman gave the Council an update on the August 26, 2019 Hawley Area Fire District special meeting. The meeting was held to go over the New Fire Hall Construction Agreement and Joint Powers Agreement as drafted by Hawley Township. Some changes to the agreements were discussed. Another meeting was scheduled for September 18, 2019. Hawley Township hopes to have the adjustments made to the contracts and a CIP plan made and out to all the entities prior to this meeting.

A $10,000 donation from the Hawley Booster Club, Inc. was received for reimbursement of costs of the 2 new scoreboard signs for the baseball and softball fields, as per their agreement with the city.

A motion was made by Eldred, seconded by Gunkelman to approve City of Hawley RESOLUTION 19-19 Accepting Donations. Ayes: 3. Absent: Mork. Abstain: Donnelly.

It was discussed that there was a bill for approximately $880 that the city paid for the wiring of the scoreboards. It was questioned who should be responsible for this cost.

A motion was made by Eldred, seconded by Gunkelman to approve RESOLUTION 19-20 Approving Agreement of Assessment and Waiver of Irregularity and Appeal 510 9th Street - Hender. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

A motion was made by Eldred, seconded by Gunkelman to approve RESOLUTION 19-21 Resolution Declaring Cost to be Assessed, and Ordering Preparation of Proposed Assessment Special Service Charges for repair/replacement of a water service line. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1. 

A motion was made by Eldred, seconded by Gunkelman to approve RESOLUTION 19-22 Resolution for Hearing on Proposed Assessment Special Service Charges for repair/replacement of a water service line. Ayes: 4. Absent: 1.

It was noted that these resolutions/public hearing are requirements for the petition that was received by the property owner to have their leaking water service line repaired and have the cost assessed to their property taxes. The repairs have been made and paid for by the city.

A motion was made by Donnelly, seconded by Eldred to approve the following consent items:
